NEW BUSINESS   Second Reading of Ordinance 2017-05: An Ordinance amending Chapter 2 and Chapter 7 of the Code of Ordinance of the Town of Pine Bluffs, Wyoming, establishing the nuisance complaint board and providing for an effective date.  Discussion was held on the definitions and it was the consensus of the Council to omit “6 inches” out of 7/202.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Ordinance 2017-05 on Second reading with a second from Councilmember Randall with the change in verbiage.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  


VISITOR COMMENTS   Bob and Diane Lyons presented a plaque to the Council in Appreciation of all the Support and Donations to the Pine Bluffs Lyons Club 2017 High Plains Ride for Sight. Diane also asked about planting a tree in Texas Trail Museum Park this Fall for the Lyons Club 100th anniversary.  After discussion, it was decided that it will work better to do it in early April and it will still coincide with the Lyons Club celebration. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall met with the Senior Citizens Board and they are still looking for a part-time cook/bus driver.  September 25th will be their annual meeting and lunch.  Attendance is down and they have sent out a survey.  Restitution has been made in the amount of $3410.65 for previous issues from Civil Court.  Councilmember Kestner reported that the Recreation Department is still looking for Soccer coaches and the Kite Festival is in the planning stages and will be held on September 30, 2017 from 11-4. She also explained why the pool closed so early as Councilmember Mohren asked that question last meeting.  It is due to lifeguards all going back to school and they are involved in sports and they don’t have the time to work and the expense of keeping it open that last week.  Councilmember Ragsdale reported that the County Landfill is getting lined later this month, it has been delayed because the liner is coming from Houston and the hurricane messed that up. Kim asked the council to refresh they computers to look at a picture of the Town’s new billboard that is being installed. Our new banners have been ordered and are being made.  Town cleanup is in the works and will be September 25th and asked for guidance from the Council as far as yard waste is concerned.  After discussion, it was agreed upon to leave it as it was and a letter will be sent out with limitations.  We have 3 travel requests for employees attending training.  Jerry will attend WMPA lineman school September 13-15 and Sonja and Heather would like to attend the WRPA Workshop in Cody the first of October.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve travel requests with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  The Airport Fueling Terminal is failing as it 10 years old.  Kim explained the cost of replacing it with a newer card reader would be approximately $10,800 with the trade in of the old one. It will be a web based as opposed to the old dial up one. To repair the current reader would be $2500.00 which is considerable less but we need to weigh our options as to repair or get new. After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to upgrade the Card Reader at the airport and move the $8586.00 out of savings to go toward the cost of the Reader with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. Sunrise Engineering has a Master plan: 1) Electric Department micro review; 6th penny project. $3500.00 2) Sewer lagoons system master plan; $38,920 3) payment condition assessment and street maintenance schedule. $28,930.00   The cost for all 3 is $71,350.00. If we do all 3 we would get a    5% discount bringing it down to $67782.00 a saving of $3568.00 which would cover the cost of the Electric Department review. We do have the funds to cover the cost through past and current 6th penny funds. After questions and discussion from the Council; Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the proposal from Sunrise Engineering with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  We will be Tyler Tech again next week and working on a data conversion right now, thank you again as this program is wicked cool! 
Carleen reported that the next Quarterly meeting will be October 12, 2017 with the City of Cheyenne hosting. Please RSVP to me and I will let them know if you are attending.
