Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming


Present:  Mayor William Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Tom Mohren; Councilman Mark Fornstrom (arrived later in meeting); Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Alex Davison, Attorney.   Also present was Laramie County Commissioner Linda Heath, Polly Taylor from the PB Post, Julie Shandera and her Child Care Center employees, and many members of the Community/parents of Child Care Center children. Mayor Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ITEM # 5 Wyoming Malting submitted a site plan for their proposed facility.  Chad Brown was present to answer questions from the Council.  Attorney Davison clarified that it is not typical for the Council to approve site plans, but added that it was likely needed by Cheyenne Leads.  It was also stated that once their grant was approved, Wyoming Malting should submit a Town Building Permit for approval prior to construction.  After discussion Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve the site plan with a second from Councilman Curtis.  The motion passed with 3 ayes.

ITEM #6 Resolution 2015-09 was submitted to capture revenue funds from the Wyoming Business Council Community Enhancement Grant in the amount of $123,935.00 for the Veterans Memorial Project.  The Resolution is required to amend the FY2016 Budget.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-09 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  The motion passed with 3 ayes.

ITEM #7 Resolution 2015-10 was presented for approval to submit a grant application to the Wyoming Department of Transportation, Aeronautics Division, to reimburse the Town for airport AWOS and NAVAID maintenance costs.  This request is made annually.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-10 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  The motion passed with 3 ayes.

ITEM #8 Review and vote: Day care proposals.  Due to the significance of this item, coupled with the fact that Councilman Fornstrom was running late for the meeting, Mayor Shain requested a deviation from the agenda to delay the vote until Councilman Fornstrom arrived.  At this time the Governing Body listened to public comments regarding the Child Care Center and the decision at hand.

PUBLIC COMMENTS The first to speak was Kyla Gortney on behalf of her business Little Learners Child Care.  She discussed her credentials, what her center has to offer, her preschool program, and her dedication to caring for the children in the community.  Several members of the community spoke on behalf of the Town Day Care Center as well as Julie and her staff.  They included Matt Haas, Kimberly Godfrey, Crystal Bratten, Betsy, and Amber Boljack.  Some parents also stated that they would understand if there was a rate increase or additional fundraisers to offset the current expenses.  Kimberly Godfrey also brought some fund information that she received while working with a center in Nebraska.  In addition to the discussion regarding the Child Care Center, Laramie County Commissioner Heath presented information discussed Wyoming Malting as well as several other projects that are going before the board in Sheridan on September 10th. There are 6 projects from Laramie County.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren presented the Day Care Center numbers for the month. Kim Patterson mentioned that there are two projects going before the Wyoming Business Council Board on Thursday – Woyming Malting and the Town Land Planning Project.  Since Carleen and Rene are at training, she will attend the meeting via teleconference and asked for support on phone call. Councilman Mohren and Curtis will be available for the call.  Jeff is going to WMPA training in Lusk for transformers and power lines. The archeology site is now closed for the season.  The pre-bid meeting for Veterans Memorial Project is tomorrow at 10:00 am.  The audit is moving along smoothly; Mr. Dahill will conduct FY14 and FY15 audits simultaneously.  Kim also announced that College America awarded a $15,000 scholarship to a member of the community.  Councilman Ragsdale stated that Jerry had a new bid for the digger derrik truck and Jerry presented the information.  Kim provided account balances for the Council to review in order for them to make a financial decision to make the purchase.  Mayor Shain requested additional financial information for future meetings.  The council made a motion to purchase the digger truck with a second from Councilman Curtis.  The motion passed with 3 ayes. 

ITEM #8 CONTINUATION Mayor Shain opened the discussion of the Day Care Center proposal.  Mayor Shain stated that the Council is dedicated to maintaining a day care center in the community whether it be publically or privately operated.  He and the Council are committed to making sure it remains a small town perk.  Councilman Mohren spoke regarding his position on the Child Care Center stating that he thought we should maintain it as a Town operated center.  He stated that the funds for this Fiscal Year are already in place; he would like to see it improved throughout the remainder of the year.  Councilman Curtis asked what the annual subsidy is and Kim Patterson stated for the last three years it has been approximately $160,000 - $180,000 per year.  Councilman Curtis stated that for the past several years that he has been on the Council, that number has been consistent and the town has maintained the center.  This was proof that the governing body has been committed to providing the service.  He is also concerned about future revenue that will be needed to maintain the essential needs of the Town. [Enter Councilman Fornstrom]  Councilman Ragsdale stated that he is torn between financing the Center when we could use the funding in an area where the Town has a shortfall.  Councilman Fornstrom stated that continuation of a center is important and that the decision should not be taken lightly. Mayor Shain stated that we have subsidized quite a bit, but that over the years several private centers have come and gone.  While we still have the money, we should maintain the current child care center and try to do a better job regarding the annual subsidy.  After further discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the proposal for privatization rom Little Learners with a second from Councilman Curtis. The vote was tied 2 – 2 with a tie breaking decision of “no” from Mayor Shain therefore the proposal for privatization was not accepted.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Curtis moved to go into Executive Session matter with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom motioned to end executive session with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
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
