ITEM #4A First Reading of Ordinance 14-02, An Ordinance Vacating a Portion of Elm Street Lying Between the South Right -of - Way line of 5th Street and the North Right -of -way line of 6th Street and Located in the First Addition to the Town of Pine Bluffs, Wyoming. Mayor Shain read the Ordinance into the record. Councilman Mohren made a motion to approve Ordinance 14-02 on First Reading with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #4B    Approval of Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for Amendment No. 2 Request: Professional Services Agreement – Kimzey Due Diligance.  After discussion Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve the agreement and to be paid from General Fund Savings with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #5 Approval of Agreement with The Torrington Airport who has agreed to transfer $20,000 of FAA AIP funding to Pine bluffs to complete the Master Plan Project.  Councilman Curtis motioned to approve agreement with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6 Discussion related to possible Consensus projects.  Mayor Shain thought Council might think about applying for a grant to finish Reher Park playground and picnic area.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Gaylan Wright enjoyed listening to the Council make decisions.  Linda Heath is excited for the next stage, the General Election.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison just had the Ordinance 14-02. Councilman Mohren reported that he met with the school and the new school will be a 2 story building and Daycare numbers are down due to a large Kindergarten class. Carleen Graves reported that Sonja and Heather will be attending Parks and Recreation Convention next week.  Mayor Shain met with SLIB on the 10th and JPA Loan was approved on the North Wells Project and will close on the 30th and Council should be thinking on a Land use plan. Councilman Curtis stated that Senior Citizens had an election today and was unsure of results.  Councilman Mohren added that Dema Gilbert and Burt Pace won.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Mayor Shain requested to have a short Executive Session on personnel matter with no expected decision.  Councilman Mohren motioned to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes. 

 It was the consensus of the Council to go ahead and advertise for a full time Parks/Grounds/Buildings Maintenance Supervisor and directed Staff to make the necessary arrangements. 

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed with 4ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
