Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale moved to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA    Mayor Curtis had Treasurer Patterson update the Council on Project Invoices up for approval. Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and motion passed with 3 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Laramie County Commissioners, Employees from the City of Cheyenne and Laramie County were on hand to present a presentation on the 5th penny which is on the Ballot in November Election.  This 1 cent tax is an important tax in the operations of Laramie County and the City of Cheyenne, Burns, Albin and Pine Bluffs and asked for the Support of the Council and residents in November.  Distribution of the tax collected is based on the population of each entity.  

Second Reading of Ordinance 2018-03 Dog Bites – Mayor Read the Ordinance by Title only for the Council Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Ordinance 2018-03 on second reading with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Amendment of the Ordinance was made to read on sections B and D County Animal Control.  Councilmember Mohren then made a motion to approve the Amendment of the Ordinance with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and that motion passed with 3 ayes.  Mayor then called for a vote on the original motion to approve Ordinance 2018-03 on second reading.  Motion passed with 3 ayes. 


VISITOR COMMENTS   Darren Rudloff with visit Cheyenne asked the Council to support the Laramie County Lodging Tax which is on the Ballot in November also.  It’s a 4% tax in which anyone who stays in Laramie County at a hotel will pay the tax.  No residents, unless they stay in a hotel, will pay the tax.  The tax has been in place since 1987 and it helps fund the Billboards and visitor center staff.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Councilmember Kestner gave a brief report on the Recreation events with the Kite Festival, Adult Volleyball, Youth soccer, Adult Pickleball and the Fall Festival.  Councilmember Ragsdale reported that Public Works are still moving in the new shop.  Electrical upgrades are moving along, they are working on alleys and Parks still.  Spraying and fertilizer will begin next week, and the valley pans have been poured at Beech and 2nd and 3rd.   Attorney Davison updated the Council on the Boundary issues with the sale of the property on Butler Ave.   Councilmember Mohren asked about the Championship sign and when it will be placed.  Kim expanded on the Electrical Project in which 148 poles have been replaced, the Boring is complete, and we are looking at an 8-hour power outage to tie into the substation.  We will get that information out to residents when details are set. The concrete repairs on the Commerce Building parking area have been done and paving will be done this week. The site visit for the renovation is coming up and we have 2 Public Work employees in Lander for a water certification class this week. And we are working on the Audit. Mayor Curtis asked about Parson Street lighting, if it is in the works to extend the street lights to the north.  Kim explained that it is in the project scope and supplies have been ordered.  Carleen reminded the Council that it is our turn to host the next Quarterly Meeting in October.
