Mayor Pro Tem Michael Ragsdale called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall moved to accept the Agenda as proposed. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Third Reading of Ordinance 2018-03 Dog Bites – Mayor Pro Tem Read the Ordinance by Title only for the Council.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Ordinance 2018-03 on third reading with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes. 

Review and Approve T Mobile Tower Lease – Attorney Davison noted that the Legal Description needs to be changed on the Lease but everything else looks OK.  Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Lease with T Mobile with the changes to the Legal Description with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review and Approve MOU Laramie County Master Gardeners - Kim Patterson explained that this is for the Columbarium at the Cemetery and they would plant bulbs and shrubs and perennials around the walkway up to the Columbarium.  Volunteers are still needed for this project and it will be done at the end of October.  Councilmember Kestner made a motion to Approve the MOU with the Laramie County Master Gardeners with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Bill Cushing was present to express his concerns about the upcoming Power Outage.  He understands that it must be done but is concerned about the time frame and is concerned about losing inventory at the Texas Trail Market. Council understands his concerns and will help to find a solution before the outage such as a generator to run freezers at the store.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner and Treasurer Patterson reported that the Kite Festival was a huge success with over 250 participants and the vendors were happy with their sales.  The Fall Festival will be on October 13 and will merge with the Touch a Truck.  It will be from 10 to 2 and free pumpkins will be given out with Face Painting and Vendors to be set up in the Community Center. Councilmember Ragsdale, Jerry Lamb and Kim Patterson updated the Projects Status for the Council with the Water Storage Tank being 95% complete, the power outage is set to go with an 8-hour outage a worst-case scenario with the hopes it will be done in 5-6 hours.  This is for the sub-station upgrades to the 3 transformers that are 50 years old and damaged in the storm 2 years ago.  Councilmember Randall reported that Sandy Bruckner is a new Board Member on the Senior Citizens Board.  Councilmember Mohren reminded everyone that the Annual Fall Dinner is October 28 at the Community Center.  Carleen Graves reminded the Council on the up-coming Quarterly Meeting October 23 and asked the Council about a time when Rosemary with WMPA could come and meet the Council and explain what it is that they do, who are members, rates and touch on any other questions the Council may have.  It was decided that the first Meeting in December at 6:00pm would work and Carleen will call Rosemary and set the date.  Kim stated that the Audit will take place over the next 2 weeks.
