October 2, 2017 Minutes

NEW BUSINESS   Review and approve Annual Liquor License Renewals.  After looking over the applications it was noticed that a couple of them were missing the type of license to be applied for. After discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the four renewals with the understanding that the City Clerk will contact the applicants and have them come in to make the correction.  A second from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall reviewed the Senior Citizens Luncheon with 65 people fed.  They hired Gloria Stielow for the part-time cook / bus driver.  A lot of the Seniors are concerned with the Nuisance Ordinance.  Kim explained the process on how it will work and a letter will be sent out informing residents.  Councilmember Kestner reported that they gave out 99 kites on Saturday and everyone enjoyed the day.  Councilmember Ragsdale noted that the trucks are loaded and looks like the Landfill may be closed tomorrow due to the weather.  Carleen reminded everyone of the upcoming Election November 7 and Sample Ballots are available at the Town Hall to view.   Tom Montoya and Kelly Hunt from the Liquor Division stopped by today after a tour of the Wyoming Malting facility.  They were truly impressed on the Facility.  Kim discussed the 2012 6th penny monies left over for the Archelogy Site and plans to improve the current site.  After discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to go ahead with the Engineering portion of the design phase for $32,192.00.  A second from Councilmember Randall was heard and the motion passed with 3 ayes and 1nay, with Councilmember Ragsdale vote nay.  The mapping program is coming along but with difficulties due to the drawing from Lidstone not matching up with what is underground.
