October 3, 2016 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney. Also present was Jimmie Earl from the Pine Bluffs Post and Ken Hunter, Kimball Health Services.   Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Shain opened the Public Hearing for comments on the renewal of Liquor Licenses for Pals Pub, Pine Bowl and Trans West Development.  No comments were heard so Mayor Shain closed the Public Hearing.

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilman Mohren.   Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS 
	
NEW BUSINESS Ken Hunter, CEO of Kimball Health Services gave the Council an update on the transition of the Medical Center. A takeover date is set for the first Monday in January, 2017.  Hours of operation will be Monday – Friday, 7 a.m. – 6 p.m. and will be open over the noon hour. Councilman Fornstrom asked about the Pharmacy.  Mr. Hunter has been in contact with Jim Massengill and he plans to leave Hoys Drug there and possibly expanding it. 

Review and Approve Liquor Licenses for Pals Pub, Pine Bowl and Trans West.  Attorney Davison made note that we need one more signature on Pals Pub application with no other discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the Liquor Licenses – with the addition of the signature on Pals Pub, with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS none

[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS Chief Trout address the Council on the possibility of the Reserve Officers taking the Patrol vehicles to and from Cheyenne.  It would be on an “on duty status” only.  The patrol vehicles will be covered by the Insurance and the cost of fuel would be about the same.  After discussion it was the consensus of the Council to allow the Reserve Officers to drive the patrol vehicles to and from Cheyenne while on duty.   He also asked the Council if he could send the reservists to extra training.  Council agreed to this also. Councilman Mohren asked what hours Marsha was working or if we have a schedule for her.  Chief Trout answered his question that she is working partime hours of 4 shifts of 7 hours each.  Carleen Graves reported for Kim Patterson that we have received 250,000.00 from Cincinnati to get started on immediate repairs and a check for $100,000.00 to get started on the water tank claim. We have received 2 quotes for the Daycare and Senior Center rooves. After looking at the estimates the Council felt they needed more information from Fisher Roofing before a decision could be made.  Discussion on a Town Cleanup Day was held and it was decided that we will do a standard door to door method again and items to be picked up will be October 17, 2016. Council is also thinking about placing a permanent dumpster on the east lot but a decision on this will be at a later time. Town Hall was approached about possibly renting out the building at the RV Park.  Council will look at all interested possibilities.  Farmers State Bank asked if we were to do the gift cards for bonuses again this year, if so they needed to order them by the end of September.  We thought it was a good idea to order them and have them on hand if the Council goes that route.  We received a letter from a customer that resulting from the storm their sprinkler system was damaged and it caused a water leak of 165,000 gallons.  After discussion Council felt this is an Insurance claim and they should turn it into their Insurance Company.  Another resident brought in an estimate for repairs on their car which had damage from them hitting the railing and cement ramp on Main Street.  Council consensus was that we are not liable for these damages and they should submit to their Insurance Company.
