After discussion on the updated Resolution Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-02 Pine Bluffs Bond Schedule Updated September 2018 with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes. 

Review and Approve Resolution 2018-03 Airport Name Change / Resolution was Read by Title for the Council by Mayor Curtis and with no other discussion Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-03 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review and Approve Annual Liquor License Renewal for Knotty Pine Saloon, Pine Bowl, Trans West Development and Wyoming Malting.  The Applications have been advertised for 2 weeks per regulations and sent to Wyoming Liquor Division for review. After questions from the Council, Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the Renewals for the above-mentioned Businesses with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Janine Thompson introduced herself to the Council and stated that she is running for Laramie County Community College Board of Trustees.  She gave a brief history of herself and was excited to be in Pine Bluffs for the day and after visiting with the Council thanked them. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner reported that the Fall Festival had a good turnout of over 250 people.   Vendors had good success and the smore treats and pumpkins had all been handed out. Bounce house was full all day and the Touch a Truck outside was well attended.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the Streets look good and asked if we were done for the fall.  Kim Patterson stated that the striping will be done as soon as the weather permits.  The Electrical Project is moving along with 2 alleys being buried and the Outage is still set for October 30 from 10pm to 6am.  Questions of the intersection of 4th and Maple were brought up with the need of a stop sign or a yield sign.  As soon as the property owner gets the overgrown bushes out the Council will revisit the question and see what needs to be done.  Carleen Graves reminded the Council on the up-coming Quarterly Meeting October 23.  Kim stated that the Audit is moving along, and the Auditors will be down this week.  The Airport Dedication was held and was well attended with over 100 guests and was very successful.
