AGENDA APPROVAL    Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed with a second heard from Councilman Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Todd Bishop with Kaiser Wealth Management gave a presentation to the Council on Bonding 6th Penny Projects.  He explained the process and time line on Bonding 2 projects for the Town.  After discussion, Mayor Curtis felt like this is something the Town should move forward with as did the Council.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Bonding procedure of the two projects, Electrical Infrastructure and the Public Works Building with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

Discussion on the Lineman Training Participation Agreement with Mike Broad, Office of Apprenticeship in partnering with High West Energy.  Kim updated the Council on the progress made by Jerry Lamb, completing 1 semester of 6 classes.  She requested to move forward on this as its been on hold since last July because of the storm.  After discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the standard of apprenticeship Program with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Discussion and Approval of change Order 01 to the North Well Field Project.  This is to extend the transmission and distribution line from Wyoming Malting to North Beech and back to Industrial Way.  This loop will be a move forward for future expandtion.  Kim explained the funding portion to the Council as to where and how monies would be used.  Councilmember Ragsdale mad a motion to approve change order #1 with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Soccer is ending and the Halloween Carnival and TTM Movie Night are coming up. Mayor Curtis asked Councilmember Kestner to get with Sonja on the trees saved from City Park and see where we are at as far as getting something done with them.  Mayor Curtis asked if we had a closing date for the sale of the Conner’s Building. Attorney Davison explained the hold up and it should happen in the next week or so.  Also, he will be getting with the Fire Chief on the burn out house. Mayor Curtis also asked if we could go into Executive Session after Department Reports and Attorney Davison said it is alright to do so.   Alex also is working on the Bond Schedule.  There are items on it that aren’t illegal and need to be removed so they are in the process of cleaning it up.  Councilmember Randall stated that he will be out of Town next week and unable to attend the Senior Citizens Meeting next week but would like to attend the work shop  Southeast Wyoming Economic Forecast at Little America.   Kim Patterson announced that it is the 80th Anniversary Apprentiship Week November 13-17 and asked the Mayor if he could read and sign a proclamation.  November 14-16 the State of Wyoming Aviation is having a workshop and it would be beneficial for someone from the Town to attend.  The Airport lighting project should be completed in 2 weeks.  The new terminal will be installed next week. And the last 2 weeks we have been going live with Incode 10 and it went well with the Court portion going live next week.  And the last item is Resolution 2017-09 amending the FY2018 Budget to allow for a grant for new Basketball Court Lights and Teepee for the welcome sign.  Sonja has received funding to purchase these items and we need to approve Resolution to show money in and out. Mayor Curtis read the Resolution by name.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to Approve Resolution 2017-09 with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion Passed with 3 ayes.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.
