They wanted to stress that this is a County wide Museum and would benefit Pine Bluffs residents also.  Sonja will be having the Halloween Carnival next Monday night at 5:30.  Councilman Ragsdale stated that we lost 5 poles in the wind storm and the roof on the Daycare was peeled back on the South West corner to the trusses.  A second claim may need to be submitted to insurance.
