COMMISSION AND DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Ragsdale has been in contact with a local contractor concerning repairs at the Archeological Site and recently installed curb.

Mayor Shain reported that the feasibility of selling gray water is being explored and regulatory agencies contacted to see what permits are required.

Councilman Curtis reported that the roof at the Senior Center has been repaired by the maintenance crew and water diversion at the community center investigated.
