ITEM #6 Approval of Resolution 2014-47 amending the FY 2014-2015 budget to allow for the A-133 required Audit expenses.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-47 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Carleen Graves reported that Tom McDonough is in Casper this week at a water Conference and next meeting will be a 7:00 due to Daylight Savings Time beginning.   Mayor Shain was approached on doing a housing study here in Pine Bluffs.  High West Energy will participate but the Mayor proposed that the Town use money from the Economic Development fund and conduct our own study to be available to H.W.E.   There is a firm in Sheridan that has done similar studies for Sidney, Torrington and Scottsbluff.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to use Economic Development funds to fund the Housing Study at the cost of $20,000 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Council named Councilman Tom Mohren voting delegate for WAM Meeting in January 2015.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 3ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
