WELL REHABILITATION
Russ Dahlgren updated Council on the status of the rehabilitation of Well 1 and Well 6. Advertisment for bid should begin within the next three week and he anticipates that the project will be complete this winter and be ready for spring irrigation season.

SEVERANCE TAX REPAYMENT

The payback of the overpayment of Severance Tax will be postponed until after the upcoming legislative session.

PINE BEETLE INFESTATION

The inspection of the pine trees on the bluffs was completed and Council reviewed the report prepared by Les Kock. Volunteers will be used to mark infested trees for removal before next May or June. Trees on adjacent private property are also impacted and infested trees removed.
OIL ACIVITY WATER SALES

Correspondence from the State Engineer was received stating that selling water  for oil and gas development, outside the municipal service area, is not authorized under the Town’s existing municipal use permits.  Mayor Shain tried to obtain clarification on this order since the Town of Pine Bluffs is not selling water directly to drillers for this use but does supply water to a residential commercial user that supplies potable water for drilling rigs. His understanding is that this is allowed if a Temporary Use Permit is approved by the State Engineer. The State Engineer’s office will be holding an informational meeting on October 12th regarding the use and permitting of water for oil and gas drilling activities. 
BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the following building permits: Mike Ragsdale – 929 East 10th – Shop and Deck; Derek Walls-503 Elwood-Shed; Antonio Serrano-308 Blair Street-Deck; Jerry Barker-711 Black Boulevard-Shed. Councilman Cushing seconded and the motion passed with 4 ayes (Shain, Cushing, Curtis, and Fornstrom) and 1 abstain (Ragsdale).
LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL HEARING
Mayor Shain opened the Liquor License Renewal Hearing at 8:01 p.m. and called for public comment against the renewal of Pine Bluffs Retail Liquor Licenses. Receiving no comments the hearing was closed and 8:02 p.m. and re-convened into regular session. Councilman Cushing moved to renew the following Retail Liquor License for the period of November 15, 2010 to November 14, 2011: Liquor License One - Pal’s Pub Inc. dba Pal’s Pub; Liquor License Two - James Zitek dba Pine Bowl; Liquor License Three - Trans West Development LLC dba Pine Bluffs Conoco. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and the motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Recent changes to D.E.Q. rules require all airports to have a certified fuel operator on staff and it was suggested that Airport Manager John Marquardt be asked to obtain this license.

Councilman Cushing attended the WAM Board Meetings.

Mayor Shain reported that the daycare project is almost complete, the community center project is proceeding well and that its newly installed roof has doubled the insulation factor. Since the transfer station in Cheyenne is completed the recycling bins will be placed at the community center parking lot, or in the general area, for collection of recyclables. 

Councilman Ragsdale reported that the sewer project is going well, just very slow. 

Councilman Fornstrom inquired as to the delivery date of the new 911 system.

Attorney Davison informed Council that there is a dispute amongst families on burial of ashes at the Pine Bluffs Cemetery and he suggested the ashes be returned when a court order is received. 

Councilman Curtis suggested that the cement work needed at the Archeology Site be completed.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn the meeting at 8:17 p.m., Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
