VISITOR COMMENTS : Commissioner Thompson updated the governing body on selling the Fox Farm property for 1.2 million. This was the old Public Works building. The Hospital is looking for a CEO and the County is officially marketing the Archer properties. Subdivisions appear to be on the rise in Laramie County.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Ms. Miller reminded all of the following meetings: Quarterly meeting 11/12 at 6:30 pm, December 2 Christmas at Home, December 3 Council meeting will take place at 7pm due to end of daylight savings time, 1/30 is the employee Christmas party at the Bowling Alley.( Councilman Fornstrom arrived) She also asked to ratify an administrative decision to allow Rene’ Baker to tap into the sick bank, reviewed the SSBCI report, and asked whom they wanted as voting delegate for WAM winter conference. Consensus was reached that Tom Mohren should be voting delegate with Ms. Miller as back up.

Councilman Ragsdale motioned into Executive Session seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed with 4 ayes.
