NEW BUSINESS Review, approve and sign Resolution 2015-12: Daycare Center Rate Changes.  After reviewing the Resolution Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to Approve Resolution 2015-12 amending the Town of Pine Bluffs rates charged for Daycare Center Services with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

PUBLIC COMMENTS   Jimmie Earl with the PB Post asked if the Council was going to Advertise for Veterans Day in the paper.  Clerk Graves had spoken to Council late last week and the consensus was not to advertise this time.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Jerry Lamb asked about a deadline in the removal of pivots when they are sold.  He would like to open up Equality Street in the RV Park.  After discussion it was the consensus of the Council to contact the resident to remove items so the street could be opened back up. Alex gave the Clerk a Notice of Levy and Filing of Assessment Roll for Black Blvd. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to direct the Clerk to Advertise and start the Collection of Assessments with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Kim Patterson stated that she has a meeting with Stride this week on grant funding for the Daycare.  Bid opening on the Public Works vehicle was this week along with the Bid Opening for the Main Street Project and she has the Commercial Lease ready for Circle S Aviation. Carleen reported that USDA had sent over a news release with the Town and High West Energy mentioned for the Council to read.  WAM Winter Workshop is coming up in February 2016 and they would like a voter delegate to be named.  Councilman Mohren was named as the Voting Delegate.  A report of Christmas at Home progress was given.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
