Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor Bill Shain; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Councilman Mike Ragsdale; Carleen Graves, Clerk; and Alex Davison Attorney. Also present were Larry and Linda Neilson, Doc Thissen, Brian Heithoff and Allie Hurley from the Pine Bluffs Post.  Mayor Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ITEM #10 Kevin Marquardt asked the Council permission to open up a Used Car and Equipment at 205 Butler. The land is already zoned E - Commercial – Industrial so no action is required by the Council.  The Council wished Kevin good luck on his new business.

ITEM # 11 New resident Larry Neilson asked the Council permission to set up a business in his garage on Black  Blvd when it is constructed.  Councilman Curtis had a zoning map and stated it to be zoned for Commercial on the East side of Black Blvd. The Council wished him well on his endeavors.

ITEM #13  Third and final reading of Ordinance 2014-02 , an Ordinance Vacation a Portion of Elm Street Lying between the south right-of-way line of 5th street and the North right-of-way line of 6th street and located in the First Addition to the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY.  Mayor Shain read the Ordinance by Title and a motion from Councilman Mohren to approve third and final reading was made with a second from Councilman Fornstrom was made. A Roll call vote was taken with all Council voting ayes.

ITEM #14 Approval of Resolution 2014-49approving and application for Consensus dollars for the Veterans Memorial Project. With no discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-49with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #15 Approval of Resolution 2014-50 amending the FY 2014-2015 budget to show a transfer from Economic Development funds to the Housing Study Project.  Councilman Ragsdale motioned to approve Resolution 2014-50 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #16 Approval of Resolution 2014-51 supporting the closure of the Main Street Rail Road Crossing, the opening of the Beech Street Crossing and approval for Staff to move forward with  WYDOT and the UPRR to plan, research and funding and assistance in the project.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-51 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #17 Direction to Staff related to the classification of the newly acquired property.  After discussion the Council unanimously agreed to leave the classification as is. 

ITEM #18 Designation of new representative to the SSBCI Board.  Mayor Shain will get someone appointed and asked to put on agenda for next meeting.

ITEM #19 Discussion related to possible Consensus projects. Councilman Fornstrom suggests that we get a land use planner for the potential of the property just acquired.

VISITOR COMMENTS: none

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilman Mohren reported that they had a meeting with the Daycare and all policies were followed according to the State and numbers are down due to a large kindergarten class. Carleen Graves reported that Mrs. Theobald’s Third grade class will be coming to the next meeting. Councilman Curtis reported on a meeting with Wilson and Company on the housing study.  He suggested that we put together a team or a committee of people to be on a Board and get things started.  Councilman Curtis and Mayor Shain will make those calls.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom motioned with a second from Councilman Ragsdale to go into Executive Session.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 5ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
