Kim updated the Council on the Resolution and after a brief discussion Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve Resolution 2017-10 transferring funds for the airport fuel station.  Councilmember Randall second the motion and it passed with 3 ayes.

Review & Approve Resolution 2017-11 assigning a signatory for the property closing.  Alex requested that as soon as we have a closing date to get it to him.  Council had a few questions on the property to refresh their memory.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Resolution 2017-11 assigning a signatory for the property closing with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Discussion & Approval of Snow & Ice Removal Plan – Revised November 2017.  After discussion and a change to make Lawson Street to 7th Priority One Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the plan with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review & Approve: Recommended modification to the Employer Acceptance Agreement Standards for Apprenticeship and Appendices.  Kim explained the agreement with High West Energy apprenticeship program to the Council and the changes she recommended.  With little discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Employee Acceptance agreement with High West Energy with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  

To go along with the Apprenticeship Program is a Training Reimbursement Agreement for Training cost.  To be paid back to the Town if an employee who completes the Training leaves employment with the Town.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve the training Reimbursement Agreement with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Attorney Davison asked for a brief Executive Session.  Councilmember Mohren attended the Region I am meeting and reported that WYDOT has 8 upcoming projects and the only one that will affect us is the replacing the bridge on Highway 215 over Lodgepole Creek.  February 20-22, 2018 is the WAM Winter workshop in Cheyenne and will be attending that.  Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Citizens Meeting for next week will be postponed until next month.  Alisha stated that they will need to have an audit done and it will be a full Audit with a quote of $12,000 to have it done.  The Senior Board voted to start paying for the gas they use when taking the Bus on out of Town trips.  He attended the Southeast Wyoming Economic Forecast at Little America and didn’t feel he learned much.  Councilmember Kestner reported that the Halloween Carnival went well serving around 120 adults and lots of kids.  Texas Trail Movie night will be November 16 and Christmas at Home is December 5th.  Mayor Curtis would like to invite AVI Engineering to come down and look at East 10th Street and see if we can’t get something figured out.  He attended the Lions Club 95 Anniversary Banquet with over 35 in attendance.  Carleen reminded Council that the Town Hall will be closed Friday for Veterans Day. Councilmember Randall asked when the schools Program started and Amy from the Post Informed Council that it starts at 10:00am.    Kim Patterson went to Mrs. Jacobsen’s class last week and spoke to her class and took place in mock interviews with the students and then went back to review information and answer any questions they might have. She asked the Council if she could process with Holiday gift for the Employees.  It has already been built into the budget.  Council consensus was that she could proceed with that.  She reminded them that tomorrow the Mayor will be reading a Proclamations that November 13-17 is Pine Bluffs Apprenticeship week with High West and then they will be going to Cheyenne where the governor will be reading a proclamation also.  Councilmember Kestner and the Mayor discussed a few issues on the benches that will be made from the Trees from City Park.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Mohren made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.
