AGENDA APPROVAL    Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as proposed with a second heard from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Motion passed with 4 ayes.  Councilmember Ragsdale then made a motion to Approve the Consent Agenda with a second Councilmember Randall and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Review & Approve Resolution 2017-12 Authorizing a Site Lease, a Lease Agreement and an Escrow Agreement; Todd Bishop to present Bid Recommendations for Capital Lease Subscriptions relating to this Resolution.  Todd explained the results of the bids for Bonding Projects on the Sixth Penny Projects.  Alex Davison mentioned that the reason for Bonding Projects is that the cost of construction goes up from the start of the project and once its signed construction can get started sooner.  After questions from the Council Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2017-12 Authorizing a Site Lease with a second From Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Resolution 2017-13 Adopting the Wyoming Region 7 Hazard Mitigation Plan for Pine Bluffs, WY.  This Resolution will add wildfire and cleanup to the Bluff Area along with addressing the Public concern for weather shelters, increase notification and education, sirens to be expanded on, UPRR Crossings and a generator for the Town Hall Buildings and well houses.  After questions and discussion by the Council Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2017-13 with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Resolution 2017-14 Continuing as members of the SSBCI/WSCN Program.  Kim gave a brief history of the program to the Council and recommended that we continue as members.  After discussion Councilmember Randall made a motion to Approve Resolution 2017-14 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve Wyoming Municipal Power Agency Amendment to Original Agreement.  This change will move their accounting year from a calendar year to fiscal year beginning July 1 and ending June 30th.  Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve WMPA Amendment to Original Agreement for changing to a Fiscal Year with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS   None

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner reported that the Youth Basketball program is getting underway and plans for Christmas at Home are moving along.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that Jerry will have a pre-bid meeting November 29th with bids to open December 20th.  Councilmember Mohren shared that the Texas Trail Moving Night was well attended.  Alex reported that the closing is complete, and he is really like our Web Page.  WAM Winter Work Shop is in February and will get information to any Council interested in attending. Kim Patterson received a private easement from RT Communication and passed it along to Alex.  We have been approached by T-Mobil to place an antenna on the Tower.  Council gave Kim to continue negotiations with them.  LGLP sent out a survey with concerns about Employee terminations, Municipal sewer systems, Mowing and Snowing discharge and user trash receptacles.  She also showed the Council a quote for a new Council Table and they would like her to move forward with the plans on it.  Mayor Curtis expressed concerns on an additional 1% tax that WAM has sent information out on.  He feels this tax could hurt small towns.
