All paper work is in and has heard from Medicare and Medicaid in which they have to be open to be certified.  They are looking to open the Clinic January 2, 2017.  Dr. Broomfield will be here 2-3 days and is in the process of working with 2 to 3 Nurse Practitioners to fill in.  Hoys Drug will continue their business and Radiology will be out of the Hospital for now.  Hours will be Monday-Friday 7:00am-6:00pm.

LGLP Official Ballot was sent to the Council for their vote.  After discussion the Council agreed to vote for Brad Basse for the At-Large Position and Tom Ringley for the County Commissioner Position. 

VISITOR COMMENTS Nancy Sundin asked about the street light at the corners of 4th and Elm and in the alley in Pine and Maple. Council will have Maintenance look into it.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison had a question on the Burned out building and asked if the Fire Department would fill out the necessary paperwork. Kim Patterson reported that Bill Cushing would like to remain as the signatory with WMPA if the Council agreed.  It was the consensus of the Council to rename Bill Cushing to the WMPA Board.  We are entering into a settlement with a customer with a past due bill with a payment plan.  Our current Flex Plan is set a maximum $2500.00 per year and we are asking to raise that to $2600.00 per year.  Council agreed to raise the limit to 2600.00 per year.  Kim met with AVI on 10th Street drainage issues.  Discussion was held as the Town doesn’t currently own the street.  A letter will be sent out to all property owners to get their imput.  Carleen Graves updated the Council on Christmas at Home planning and the employee Christmas luncheon.
