After questions from the Council, Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-05 with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review and Approve Resolution 2018-06 Purchasing Card Program Application Submission.  This Resolution if passed would replace our currant credit card system and give us more flexibility and control and rewards at the end of the year.  Kim answered questions from the Council and Attorney Davison also thought this was a good program.  Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve Resolution 2018-6 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.
Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Vote on WMPA Rate Study.  The rate study will cost the Town of Pine Bluffs $12,500 but that will give us good information on where we are as far as wholesale and retail rates are. Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve joining WMPA’s Rate Study with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Bill Cushing stated that the last meeting he was at was prior to the power outage and had fears of what could happen, but it went well, and fears were for not.  Very please with the outcome. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner asked Town Hall for the results of Christmas at Home as Sonja stated they would have them.  Carleen reported that the Raffle brought in $198.00 and the silent auction brought in over $2000.00.  Attorney Davison stated that things are pretty quiet.  Councilmember Randall attended the Senior Board Meeting and they have 2 new board members, Leo Urbanek and Jerry Barker.  Kim reported that the new Columbarium will be here later this month and has been working on grants.
