DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Randall reported that he attended the Senior Citizens Board Meeting and elections were held with Dema Gilbert President, Charlie Vacha Vice President, Ron Ladd Secretary and Franny Haukap Treasurer.  Membership and meals are up this year and a Bonus was approved for employees.  Councilmember Kestner attended Christmas at Home and thought it was well attended.  Councilmember Ragsdale asked about the Championship Sign.  Carleen said that Allwayz called last week and it is finished, that Jerry needs to go out and see what he needs for the foundation and then it will be installed.  Mayor Curtis thought once it’s in place maybe we should dedicate it to the Booster Club or School to maintain.  Council all agreed.  Ragsdale also noted that the Town looks nice with all the Christmas Lights.  Mayor Curtis met with AVI on 10th Street and they are coming back with a plan and we could possibly do some of the work ourselves.  He attended a joint Revenue Committee meeting in Cheyenne with Legislators on an additional sales tax to be added without being voted on by the Cities and Counties.  The Committee didn’t pass the proposal with a 7-7 tie.  Carleen Graves updated the Council on Christmas at Home winners.  The Town Raffle winners were Bird Baldwin, $200 on Utilities; Lavetra Lanning, Fitness membership and Norman Sanders the Birthday Party at Community Center.  The 50/50 Raffle winner was Carleen Graves.  The Silent Auction brought in $860.00 and cash donations were $1150.00.  The Council decided to put the proceeds toward the Mayoral Scholarship this year.  Kim Patterson reported that the AWAS System is having wind speed and directional errors with is dangerous to pilots so this needs to be taken care quickly. It is estimated to cost $6,600.00 but she will visit with the inspector and get things started.  All Town Employees helped with the Christmas at Home Celebration which made it go smoothly and it was nice seeing everyone work together.  Councilmember Randall asked how the signs on 10th and 3rd streets were working and Councilmember Mohren asked when the speed sign will be used. Mayor Curtis answered both these concerns and the sign will be in use in the day or so and it will take a little time, but the signs are working.  It was noted also that the Solar Light should be in in the next day or so.
