ITEM #4 Approve Contract between Wyoming Department of Health, Public Health division and Town of Pine Bluffs. This is the final step in the grant that was originally signed 3 years ago. Money for this grant will be used to purchase a power cot for the ambulance. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve with the stipulation that Alex Davison approved  the grant, Councilman Mohren second. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 5 Voted on the Local Government Liability Pool for the Special District Position and County Commissioner Position. Discussion was held on the two for Special District Position and Brad Basse ran Unopposed for County Commissioner.  A unanimous decision was made to vote for Donna Geho from Glenrock for the Special District.

ITEM #6 Approve Lift Station Project Change Order to transfer funds from Resolution #2014-02 to Fund the Booster Station Rehabilitation Project. Councilman Fornstrom moved to pass the change order, Councilman Curtis 2nd.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Alex Davison said that a new Resolution will need to be drawn up and passed to do the transfer from Resolution #2014-02. 

ITEM #7 Bid awarded to MSI under recommendation of Lidstone and Associates for the  Booster Station Rehabilitation Project. Councilman Fornstrom moved to award the bid to MSI Councilman Curtis 2nd. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Paulie Taylor introduced herself as the new Reporter from the Pine Bluffs Post.
