Regular Meeting

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney. Also present, Tom Cobb and Brad Emmons with AVI, Jimmie Earls, Pine Bluffs Post.  Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL An invoice from MTFCU was added to the Agenda for payment.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda a second from Councilman Ragsdale.   Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS 

NEW BUSINESS AVI PC was present to update the Council on the North Wells Land Use Plan.  A slide show was given to show the Council on the results from the Public Open Houses.  The Council consensus is to continue on with the Plan and to proceed with WYDOT Diagnostic Review of the preferred crossing location.

Review and Approve Airport Engineering Agreement for Runway Lighting Project.   After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the Agreement with MC Schaff for the Lighting Project with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review and Approve Resolution for 6th Penn Ballot.  After discussion and no changes to be made Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 216-10 for the 6th Penny Ballot with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Review and Approve State Small Business Credit Initiative Reallocation Agreement. Treasurer Patterson explained the agreement to the Council and then Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Agreement with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 3 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison had a conversation with Mr. Mark Voss and he is ready to support the Town and Fire Department in moving forward with the burned out building.  Discussion was held as to what approach is to be taken on buildings damaged in the storm.  Council would like to see the total proposals on all demolition cost at the next meeting.  Kim will have an update ready for them at that time.  Collection letters are being worked on for those residents late with payment to the Town.  Council discussed the letter they received from Kevin Hafele on the Airport.  Council needs to see an actual plan from him but are in favor of the concept.   Kim Patterson reported that she has the award recommendation from Lidstone and Associates; Pine Bluffs Gravel was the low bidder.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to accept Lidstones recommendation with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.  Kim read an update from Tom McDonough on currant building permits. They agreed to extend a permit currently being worked on the May 31, 2017.  Beauty Box has asked for an extension on reduction of rent for 6 months.  Council consensus was to extend it for another 6 months and revisit then.  EM Agency is offering training in February of 2017 and she feels that someone from the Town attend the training so we are more prepared in the event another emergency should hit the Town.  Council felt she should be the one to go and she agreed.  Pine Bowl asked Clerk Carleen Graves for extended hours for upcoming Tournaments, January 15, February 26 and March 12, 2017.  Council all agreed to let open up early on those Sundays.  The next Quarterly Meeting is January 4, 2017 in Cheyenne hosted by the Commissioners.  Councilman Mohren and Ragsdale will be attending and we will check with Councilman Fornstrom. Councilman Mohren is registered to attend the WAM Winterwork shop in Cheyenne January 11-13, 2017.
