EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PLAN
Sandra Newland and Jeanne West updated Council on the status of updating the Emergency Management Plan for Laramie County. At this time they are working to obtain a grant that will allow a consultant to be hired to complete the updated plan.  Once updated the plan will make the communities and county eligible for FEMA Grants.
PROJECT UPDATES

Advertising has begun for completion of Well #1 and #6 Rehabilitation, bidding documents are being prepared for the Deep Well Project, Community Center Project is on schedule, and new emergency notification equipment is installed and awaiting final training of dispatchers. Repairs are completed on the Lance Well and will be placed back on line soon.
BUILDING PERMITS

Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve the building applications received from William Tillman at 508 Main Street for a fence and Jim Pratt at 402 Walnut for a portable building. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

NUISANCE ORDINANCE ENFORCEMENT

Council instructed Attorney Davison to update the existing nuisance ordinance to expedite the time allowed for cleaning up a cited property. Volunteers are still needed for the Citizen Advisory Panel. Mayor Shain indicated that the committee could identify problem properties but also commend properties that are exemplary.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Fornstrom reported that the Elementary School Student Council would like to establish a sledding hill on Town property behind Coyote Drive. Council concurred it would be nice and suggested the location be flagged to insure it is on Town property.  Permission was given for dance lessons to be held at the daycare building and then possibly being moved to the remodeled community center.
Clerk Cundall reported that the Town will begin utility eBilling for residents wanting to receive their monthly bill this way. Announced were the accomplishments of Dispatcher Marsh Heintz who has successfully completed the Emergency Dispatching P.O.S.T. Class and Amy Long graduating from the LCCC Paramedic Program with honors.
Councilman Cushing inquired on the status of the contract with High West Energy for electrical facility repairs and maintenance.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
