PROJECT UPDATES
Mayor Shain reported on the status of ongoing projects. The installation of the new emergency notification equipment is almost complete with the new system being tested this week.  Readings from the radio read water meters are being used for billing and final kinks in system corrected. Streets cuts resulting from the sewer project will continue to be filled until permanent repairs can be ade. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve a change order for the Community Center Project, totaling $8,380.53, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
The Town of Pine Bluffs and Laramie County will co-host the next quarterly elected officials meeting on January 4, 2011 in Cheyenne. Local Legislators will be invited to discuss legislative issues for the upcoming session.
Recycling appears to be reducing the quantity of waste taken to the landfill. Feedback from businesses and residents concerning the location of sites and other suggestions will be gathered after the first of the year.
Mayor Shain was contacted by a reporter with the Cheyenne Tribune Eagle in regards to the recent MCL violation of the water system.

Councilman Curtis reported on the annual meeting and election at the Pine Bluffs Senior Center.
