VISITOR COMMENTS
Ben Cossel, Pine Post Editor, will give to Council a copy of the open meeting law brochure published by the WY Press Association.

WELL UPGRADES
Russ Dahlgren reported to Council his findings from testing wells #1, #6 and #8. Results support the rehabilitation of wells #1 and #6, which includes pumps, electrical upgrades, scada upgrades, valving, and controls. His recommendation to Council was to do the upgrades for a total cost of $171,940.84, of which 67% would be paid for with a WWDC grant and the remaining $56,740.48 with specific purpose sales tax money.

RESOLUTION 10-02
Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve Resolution 10-02, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
A RESOLUTION TO REQUEST THAT THE WYOMING WATER DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION PROVIDE FUNDING FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO WELL NUMBER 1 AND WELL NUMBER 6 BELONGING TO THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS, WYOMING.

PROJECT UPDATES
Documents for the Sewer Project bid package are being completed and advertising for bids to begin. There is a possibility that the Town will receive an additional $1.5 million ARRA grant for additional sewer main replacement. These funds will be what the State receives from reallocation of ARRA funds from other states that didn’t use their funds. In anticipation of receiving these additional ARRA funds the project will be bid using the ARRA documents and separated into the base bid with alternates.
The water main replacement project has been re-prioritized to address health and safety issues that were identified at an earlier meeting. Discussion was held on the Lidstone and Associate, Inc. contract amendment for the Water Main Project after Council heard from another engineering firm that they would like to be considered for engineering services. No action was taken until Council discusses further to see if RFP’s is what the Council wants or to amend the Lidstone contract.
The Water Meter Project is nearing 50% completion. Reclamation has been done on some services but the majority will be done this spring. Dual services have been identified and will be separated as part of this project.
Landfill sampling only has one more quarter to monitor before the final report is prepared.
Well #9 test hole went well so the Town is proceeding on obtaining a D.E.Q. construction permit. Tentative schedule is for drilling to occur in April or May and reclamation work at current test site to be finished prior to drilling.
Council postponed action on the Daycare Project Change Order #1, totaling $8,100.20, until further information was received. 
Council postponed action on entering into an agreement for professional services with Stateline No 7 Architects for the Community Center Project.

MUNICIPAL COURT REPORT
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the January 2010 Municipal Court Report with collections totaling $2,226.00, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

DATING VIOLENCE PROCLAMATION
Mayor Shain declared February as Dating Violence and Prevention Month.

COMMUNITY CENTER REQUESTS
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve lifting the open container for the Community Center for March 27, May 22 and May 29, 2010 and waiving the fees for the Jam Band, Music Boosters, and Athletic Banquet. Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
The Mayor Youth Council will be participating in the Relay for Life and challenged Council to have a team.
Councilman Curtis would like street signage corrected around school zones. 
Council did not approve the request from the American Legion Post 60 to forgo for 6 to 12 months the utilities at 210 West 3rd Street.
Mayor Shain said Needs, Inc. plans and the recycling project are proceeding forward.
Office Yeomans reported that he is working on the bond schedule for future council approval.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
