 Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #3   Approval of Ordinance 2013-01 declaring its intent to make certain improvements on Black Blvd and a portion of East 9th Street; describing the improvements to be made, and providing for reimbursement to the Town for a portion of the cost of improvements through the establishment of an Assessment District to include the property owners abutting the improvements. Caryn Miller read the Ordinance by title only. Motion to approve the Ordinance on first reading was made by  Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 4     Approval of Contract and Notice to Proceed for City Park Project. Scott Larsen presented the contract and Notice to Proceed. He also included 2 change orders for the project. Change Order #1 was for moving the restrooms as decided by the governing body at the previous meeting. The second one was the cost of undergrounding a Cable line. Motion to approve the Contract, Notice to Proceed, and Change Order #1 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Change Order #2 was to be brought back at next meeting for consideration.
ITEM # 5    Appointment of Director to WMPA Board and approval of Resolution 2013-04 appointing such person. Motion to approve the Resolution and appoint Bill Cushing was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of two Building Permits: 830 Sanders and 722 W. 7th Street. Motion to approve both Permits was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion failed 3-2. Motion to approve the Permit for 722 West 7th Street was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Consensus was reached to get more information on the Permit for 830 Sanders and bring back next meeting for consideration.
VISITOR COMMENTS:    Preston Harer of Wilhelm Rd asked for an easement on Town property for a secondary access to his properties. Attorney Davison advised an easement cannot be given on public land. After discussion, the Town Attorney was directed to look into situation and make sure there are no issues to prevent the Town from allowing Mr. Harer to use the existing trail as access. He is to construct and maintain the road. He is also to get with Tom McDonough about road specs. Norm Sanders updated the governing body related to the 100th birthday of the Lincoln Highway and events that are planned for Town. The Mayor indicated it was great for the Town. Beth Wilkins spoke about Agenda 21, having transportation for seniors to an event, and business recruitment and economic development. Mayor Shain clarified that Cheyenne adopted unified development codes but that they had nothing to do with Agenda 21. He also indicated that she should contact the Senior Center and our Recreation Director as it related to transportation to an event. Finally he indicated that all economic development efforts the Town has in place depend on Cheyenne LEADS and the WY Business Council. 
Department Reports  Ms. Miller reminded them she would be attending the SLIB Board meeting on Thursday. Councilman Fornstrom indicated the building at the Community Center was completed. Attorney Davison updated them all on the Court situation. 
ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn at 8:12 p.m. Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
