NEW BUSINESS   Review and Approve: Resolution 2019-03 Budget Amendment. This Resolution is a grant the Recreation Department received, and it is just adding the $1400.00 into our budget.  Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-03 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review an Approve Resolution 2019-04 Road Designation. This Resolution will name the alleyway off E 10th street to Westin Lane to serve isolated parcels that abut the alleyway. Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-04 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


VISITOR COMMENTS   Dalton Fuller was present to ask the Council if he could have permission to move his trailer which is currently at the RV Park to Walnut Street where a trailer sat years ago.  After discussion the Council all agreed that the previous trailer was grandfathered in and after it was removed no other trailer would be allowed due to zoning ordinances.     


DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Kestner reported that the Recreation Department is working on Youth Volleyball right now, walk in the Park Event is coming up and they are working on a new Directory.  Councilmember Ragsdale has been in contact with Public Works Department about every day and it seems to be going well.  Councilmember Mohren stated that the EMT class is well attended. Kim Patterson stated that the permit for Discharge of Sewer Lagoons has been submitted, Timberline is working on the SCADA system getting it back on line.  Town Hall is still going through files and should be streamlined and ready for when we move.  Carleen Stated that the Town Election will be May 7, 2019 and the Proclamation of Election will be advertised in the March 7th issue.  
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EXECUTIVE SESSION   Councilmember Mohren made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Councilmember Mohren made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.  

Councilmember Donn Randall made a motion to hire Loren Lovitt to the Public Works Director with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  

Councilmember Ragsdale brought up why the Town is losing money on our Garbage System.  We need to think about hiring it out or fix something.
