[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW BUSINESS   Review and Approve:  Resolution 2019-05 A Resolution Authorizing Submission of an Application to the Wyoming Business Council under the Business Ready Community Grant and Loan Program for a Community Readiness Project on Behalf of the Governing Body of the Town of Pine Bluffs. Treasurer Patterson briefed the Council on the Resolution and the Airport Terminal that is code compliant and a hangar to support a fixed-base operator.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-05 with a second from Councilmember Kestner. The motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilmember Mohren stated that he and Councilmember Kestner attended the WAM Convention last week and spoke to Torrington’s Mayor about the Hotel that is being built there and wondered about the progress of one here.  It is still in the works.  Councilmember Randall stated that everything is going well at the Senior Center and mentioned that they need additional lighting.  Councilmember Kestner reported that the Recreation Program has started Spring Soccer, Adult Volley Ball.  Asked if we had an Emergency Plan in place if a need should arise.  Treasurer Patterson stated that we do have one and what the line of command would be.  Councilmember Ragsdale is happy with the job our new Public Works director is doing.  Mayor Curtis attended the WMPA meeting and they will be having their Annual meeting the 21st of March.  They have agreed to sell the surplus Electricity to Tri State. And they are doing very well financially.  Kim Patterson reported that Laramie County Emergency Management will be relocating our weather siren one block to the South and a second siren will be placed on the East side of Town.  May 7th there will be a weather spotter class held here in Town and most of the Town’s employees will be attending it.  She updated the Council on the sewer repairs and asked the Council permission to advertise for installation of grinder pumps for the east lift station and to rotate the entrance and to install a screen belt conveyor system to the North Lift Station as we have collected enough 6th penny funds to get started. They were all in agreement to start the advertising. Carleen Stated that the Town Election will be May 7, 2019 and the Proclamation of Election will be advertised this week and we will be taking application from March 13 – April 2, 2019.   Councilmember as about the RV Park kicking permanent residents out.  The new owner is going to be redoing the Park and it will be strictly a RV Park.  He also asked the Council if they would like him to invite Dale Steinberger down to give an update on the Missile project and they would be very interested in hearing updates.
