[bookmark: _GoBack]NEW BUSINESS Discussion on Moving Court to the Municipal Building.  Jeannie Hockersmith and Trisha Burry were present to represent the Pine Bluffs Heritage Society and explain to the Council that they would really like to see Court stay at the present location.  She explained that rent goes to helping pay bills and maintain the building.  And the presence of their monthly Court is wonderful.   She wanted to let the Council know that the building is owned by a Joint Powers Board and not the Heritage Society.  The Heritage Society manages the Property for them.  Mayor Curtis stated that he spoke with Judge Moran and he is happy to go wherever the Council decides.  He did state that the stairs are a concern.  He went on to say that the Town has made it a practice to help others in the Community, such as the Senior Citizens,  Museum, Legion, Masonic Hall and the Range and he thinks it important to continue with some sort of monetary donation if the Court is moved.  After Discussion it was the consensus of the Council to move Court to the Municipal Building but continue with a donation of some sort.  After much discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to move Court to the Municipal Building and to give the Pine Bluffs Heritage Society and donation of $200 per month to be paid Quarterly.  A second from Councilmember Randall and motion passed with 4 ayes.

Review and sign final plat for Golden Prairie District at Rock Ranch.  All the Council viewed the final Plat with a few Questions for Kim Patterson to answer.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept and sign the Final Plat for Golden Prairie District at Rock Ranch with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Randall reported that Trail Days Celebration is progressing and the Church service at the Community Center will be a good one with music. He was also concerned about all the gravel on Cemetery Hill.  How far does the Town have responsibility for and can the street sweeper handle this?   Also, there is a pothole on Maple Street by the Tennis Courts.  Councilmember Kestner reported that the Parks have been fertilized and should be showing signs soon.  She wondered why the Police report in the Paper is so vague.  She would like to have a more detailed report from the Police Department for the Council.  Victoria Smiley responded to Councilmember Kestners question as to why the paper prints such a vague report and it’s the Editors choice and opinion as to how she prints the Report.  Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the Town crew is ready for Trail Days.  He also would to see the Championship sign get put up as soon as possible.  He has been at the Landfill for a week now and he feels like he is smoothing out the problems.  The next Landfill Board meeting is Wednesday at 7pm in Burns.  Kim Patterson reported that the Trial Balance and other reports that the Auditor has requested have been submitted and waiting on anything else they will need.  FVC hit a power pole over the weekend and needs repair.  Mayor Curtis attended a meeting at the Game & Fish on the sales tax and it was sent back to iron out some issues.  He will be attending a WMPA Meeting this week.  He would like to see the Agenda available to all Council and have any action items on it by Friday morning before the Monday meetings.    He feels like this could be a better way to come prepared and be ready to make decisions at each meeting.  Carleen Graves submitted 2 requests from the Recreation Department for Heather and Sonja to attend the Annual WPRA Convention in Gillette this year to be held September 30, October 1 and 2nd.  Councilmembers agreed for them to attend.  Wyoming Malting has requested to open early, Sunday of Trail Days, for the Mud Volleyball Tournament.  Council agreed on this and we will let the other Establishments know so they will have the option of opening early also.  A letter of apology was read from Dr Charles Reher on the condition of his property on Main Street.  He was sorry he let the grass and weeds get so out of control. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS   The next meeting will be Monday, August 5, 2019 at 7:00 pm.   The next Quarterly Dinner is August 13th with the County Commissioners hosting at their new facilities.  

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Randall and motion the passed with 4 ayes.
