Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented with the addition of a building permit for 407 Blair Street.  a second from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard and the motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After a brief discussion on Invoice to Sunrise Engineering Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Kestner and motion passed with 4 ayes.

The Council felt this could be agreed upon and Attorney Davison suggested they call when they get closer and he is concerned about the Town’s Tax-exempt status.

He asked Kim to make sure the Resolution is in place. A resident asked a couple weeks ago about replating their property to sell and I’ve made some calls and they don’t need to replat to erase lot lines.  Councilmember Randall reported on the Trail Days Celebration stating that it went well.  Good crowd at the mud volleyball tournament and Sunday breakfast went well. Senior Citizens met on the 29th and he attended his first Landfill meeting. Councilmember Kestner expanded on the mud volleyball Tournament.  Maybe expanding it to 4 pits.  And maybe moving the Sunday Breakfast out at the Distillery.  We have Fire Blight in some our Crabapple trees in City Park.  We have lost 5 trees, but a plan is in place to treat trees.  Lights and ceiling tiles in Municipal Building have been replaced in the front hall to match the rest of the Building.  She also would like a Facebook page for the “Town” only events and gave her reasoning.  Mayor Curtis’s thoughts were to have one page and rename it to include Town, Police Department, Recreation and Public Works events.  Everyone agreed on one Page and will work toward that.  She also appreciated the Police report in the Council Packs but noted that there was not one ticket for speeding, and she knows that there are speeders in Town.  Councilmember Ragsdale noted that the trees on the corner of 4th and Maple have been removed and cleaned up.   He asked about the burn out house and how that is going.  Attorney Davison stated that we must find him first before we can proceed.  Councilmember Ragsdale also requested that we all be vigilant on what is put in dumpsters such as tires and paint.  Kim Patterson reported that we are getting a good response on the letters that were sent. She gave each of the Councilmembers a copy of The Employee Handbook for their review.  It has been a couple of years since it was done and there a few changes, also a copy of the new Purchase Card Policy was given to the Council for review.  The Auditor will have FY18 Audit complete in November and FY19’s done in January. Carleen Graves stated that we have a resident that would like to put a bench up in the Cemetery next to the Family Plot.  After discussion the Council asked for a picture of the Bench and that they would have to buy the plot they would like to put the Bench on.  She asked the Council to let her know who would be attending the Quarterly Meeting August 13.
