Kim Patterson explained why it runs through the JPA and we have a viable Business that would rent the Hanger and this rent would make our payments.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-07 with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Mayor Curtis then Read the Resolution by Title and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

Review and discuss Cemetery Pricing.  Kim explained the information gathered on the Cemetery pricing for the Columbarium and suggested fees.  After discussion it was decided that she would make a few changed and have it read for next meeting to approve.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Citizens Board treated the LCSD 2 Employees to a breakfast last week.  They serviced approximately 40 people.  He apologized for the confusion on the Pool staying open longer.  All the Lifeguards have returned to school and they aren’t anyone to work.  Maybe next year we can start earlier in the hiring process and have more success in staying open longer. Kim Patterson added that there is a sponsor program for the families that can’t afford to pay the fees to swim, but we didn’t have anyone request help.  Mayor Curtis attended a meeting with WMPA last week and Rosemary will try and recruited new members.  He attended the quarterly meeting also and is concerned with the changes being discussed about the 6th penny and the additional 1% tax.  He read a resignation letter from Chief Trout and September 27th will be his last day.  He has scheduled 1 possible 2 candidates next week for interviews.  Kim Patterson stated that she has received a copy of the Rental agreement from Michaud Farms for their egg grading and asked Attorney Davison if the Town needs to be on it.  He stated that there are no restrictions on the Senior Citizens sub-letting and the Town doesn’t have to be on the contact.  She asked the Council to get any comments or ideas to her by the end of the week so she can finalize the Employee Handbook and the Corporate Spending Card Procedure Manuals done.  She also composed a list of ongoing tasks the Town is currently working on as to give the Council an updated idea of what is going on within the Employees work schedule.  The FAA Annual Inspection was done and went well.  We have a very well-maintained Airport.  Councilmember Ragsdale state that he will be gone next week for a Convention with WY DEQ in Sheridan.  Carleen Graves updated the Council with information that we will host the Quarterly Meeting in April of next year.
