Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented. A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard and the motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After a looking over the Consent Agenda Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Kestner and motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Review and Approve Proposal for Water Valve and Hydrant Mapping.  Mayor Curtis explained why he thought this is something we should consider doing after the Water Main Break last winter.  It would be beneficial to know where all shut off valves are and that will help in the future for all involved in repairs.  Council had questions about the proposal and Kim Patterson was able to answer all questions.  Councilmember Kestner made a motion to accept Wencks Proposal Alternative 2b with the optional Deliverables at a cost of $12,900.  A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Jerry Sanders, Dennis Talich and Ron Ladd asked the Council to review the snow removal plan and start to push the snow to the middle of the streets.  It is a safety issue for a lot of the Residents and the curb gets buried and the elderly and handicapped can’t step over the snow that ends up there.  Councilmember Ragsdale explained how it could be done with leaving the intersections clear and pushing snow to the center of the wider streets. Council agreed to review the plan and Kim will then update the current plan and have it ready to go into effect October 1st.

Sandy Ragsdale discussed East 10th Street issues with the Council.  It has become a safety issue as cars cannot pass safely when they meet on the road.  After a lengthy discussion and advise from Attorney Davison Council will look for old plats and will investigate getting something done.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Mohren will attend Region I meeting on October 11th in Cheyenne. Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Citizens Board is hosting their Annual membership meeting September 9th and invited all the Council to attend.  Numbers are up and that is good, and they received a nice Thank you from LCSD 2 Employees who attended the breakfast last week.  The Landfills new Manager is doing an outstanding job!  Recreation is holding their Kite Festival September 28th and the Trail Days Committee is starting plans for the 70th Celebration and invited everyone to attend the next meeting so next year’s Celebration can be bigger and better. Mayor Curtis and Kim met with WYDOT and UPRR last week and it went very well.  This is to relocate the Main Street Crossing to Butler Ave and the projected completion date is for 2023. WYDOT will take care of the crossing cost and UPRR will remove the old crossing.  The Town will have 3 intersections, Butler to North Main.  Kim Patterson updated the Council on the West Collector fail and billing will be a few days late this month, but the downed collector has been repaired and billing should be done tomorrow.   Councilmember Mohren asked about the Flashing School Crossing signs.  Kim explained that the parts to update the signs should be in this week and then the signs will be functional.
