AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented. A second was heard from Councilmember Kestner was heard and the motion passed unanimously with 4ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Appointment of Chief of Police.  Mayor Curtis swore in Chance Walkama as the Town’s new Chief of Police.  Chief Walkama and Mayor Curtis then presented a plaque to former Chief Trout in appreciation for his years of service to the Town.

Establish Fee for Restaurant Liquor License.  An application has come into the Town Hall for a Restaurant Liquor License and the Town hasn’t established a fee for this type of License.  After discussion Councilmember Kestner made a motion to Approve the Application for Estela’s LLC for a Restaurant Liquor License with an annual fee of $500.00. A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale and motion passed with 4 ayes. 

Review and Approve new Liquor License Application.  This was done in above motion. 


VISITOR COMMENTS   Jerry Sanders was present to ask the Council how the Snow Removal Plan is progressing. Councilmember Randall stated that we use common sense when we have a snowstorm.  Plan and stay home until we have a chance to get streets cleared.  Mayor Curtis would like to see snow pushed to the middle on the wider streets and use Councilmember Ragsdale’s suggestion on how to keep intersections clear.  He also stated that he doesn’t want to move the snow.  Cost of fuel is higher than in the past and if we have patience the Town’s crew will get roads passable. Jerry also stated that there is a large pothole on 7th and Miller that needs attention.  Mayor Curtis stated that we will investigate all potholes before winter.
