NEW BUSINESS    Review and Approve Resolution 2019-08 Garbage Rate Adjustment.  After discussion on rates Councilmember Kestner motioned to postpone Resolution 2019-08 for 2 weeks.  A second was heard from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


Eastern Laramie County EMS Group Introductions & Information.  Derek Walls with the Pine Bluffs EMS and members from Albin, Burns, AMR and Laramie County Emergency Management Teams were present to visit with the Council and inform them about the issues staffing volunteer services.  It is coming to an end and we are trying to come up with a solution to the problem. They will continue their discussions and provide Eastern Laramie County with the continued Emergency Services.

They have some verbal donors from the Community and asked the Council for their support. The FBLA would manage the system on a day to day basis and the Lions Club would possibly take over during the summer months.  The Council all liked the idea and right now we are 4 months into our current FY Budget with no funds available, but would help with Grant Applications form the Wyoming Business Council and Jeanne West also suggested Laramie County Grants Manager, Stephanie Newland, who has a large data base for Grants.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner just had a follow up Question from last meeting wanting to know if the Town Hall had contacted ABC’s Recycling.  They have not yet but will. Councilmember Randall attended National FFA Convention last week so missed the Landfill and Senior Citizens meetings.  Mayor Curtis will get meet with Brenda, Derek and Councilmember Mohren and update their directives. Kim Patterson reported that she is working on a Grant for the JPA Feasibility Study.  The Audit is moving along nicely.  Mayor Curtis also stated that the water issues are under control and Loren is working with Timberline on the Scada system to make it more useable.  We have sampled 6 wells and understand the mixing side of the water.  The two deep wells are operating now.
