Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 


AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Donn Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Michael Ragsdale. Councilmember Kestner had a question on the order of Visitor Comments.  She wanted to know if we could move Visitor Comments up on the Agenda in case anyone had comments on New Business.  Mayor Curtis explained that he gives the opportunity to anyone who might come to express their thoughts on any new business items that come before the Council.  Mayor Curtis then called for a vote on the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Review and Approve Resolution 2019-08 Garbage Rate Adjustment.  Kim updated the Council on the additions made to Resolution 2019-08 per Council request from previous meeting.  Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-08 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Mayor Curtis then asked for discussion on the Resolution.  Carey Lanning asked the Council why the Garbage Enterprise is operating in the red? Mayor Curtis answered his question as there are several factors contributing to the shortages. After a good question and answer period Mayor Curtis called for a vote on the motion with it passing unanimously with 4 ayes.

Review Ballot and Vote for LGLP Board Position.  Mayor Curtis opened it up with a little history of candidates running for the two positions.  A poll from the Council was taken with all agreeing on Brad Basse for the At-Large Position and Richard C Grant, Jr. for the County Commissioner Position.


VISITOR COMMENTS    Carey Lanning spoke to the Council on the downfall of the Town Parks and Cemetery upkeep this past fall. He felt more effort on everyone’s part in the keeping of the Town itself is needed to keep this a great place to live. Councilmember Kestner also spoke up on the number of stray cats in Town.  


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Mohren spoke with Derek Walls about the next meeting with EMS and he will let him know when that is.  Alex Davison wanted to give Rene Baker a shout out for a good job she did on the Columbarium pamphlet.  Councilmember Randall had no Senior Citizens Report, Christmas at Home is coming up for his Recreation report and he should make it back in time for the Landfill meeting on Wednesday.  Councilmember Kestner thanked the Council for postponing the vote on the Resolution for two weeks.  She noted that the Christmas decorations are up and looking nice.  The Consensus Complete Count meeting is scheduled for November 25th at 6pm here at the Town Hall.  Councilmember Ragsdale noted that we had a good Employee lunch last week and gift cards were handed out to the Employees. Mayor Curtis mentioned that he drove past the Landfill and noted that it looks good. Kim Pattterson updated the Council on the Recycling.  ABC’s Recycling has been called and they are willing to come down twice a month at no cost to the Town.  They will bring a scale and weigh the metal or ferrous metal and pay the customer accordingly. Perhaps this winter once a month would work better and see how the community parcipitates.  The Town Van is used mostly by the Senior Citizens and Kim wanted the Council thoughts on gifting it to the Seniors.  The Council agreed to gift the van to the Senior Citizens and Attorney Davison was asked if we need to do anything to get this done and he responded with a no.  The Electric Rate Study will be done in December and it will be presented to the Council in January. We are working on the final requests for the FY2018 Audit and FY2109 has started with a completion date in January.  


ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS   The next Census Complete Count meeting is November 25th at the Town Hall and Christmas at Home is December 2nd.   The next Council meeting will be Tuesday, December 3, 2019 at 7:00 pm.
