VISITOR COMMENTS    Rick Wagner spoke to the Council regarding his sewer at 105 East 3rd Street.  He doesn’t feel like it his responsibility to pay for the digging to get the sewer to his business hooked up. Leonard Anderson spoke up in support of Rick’s request not to pay the $1200 and felt the Town should support his Business and help him out. Mayor Curtis addressed the sewer concerns and gave a history of the fire, demolishing of the burned building and the plug of the sewer tap. He also stated that the Town does support Estela’s and have been very supportive of the Business with the Electric and water taps and painting of the parking stripes at no cost to them.

Carey Lanning had 3 questions for the Council. First why is the star on the hill not on? Mayor Curtis answered his as this was an item in his report. Parts have been ordered for the Star and it’s a high priority item for the Public Works Department. Second, he wants to commend the Town on their snow removal, but the individuals who are pushing snow are causing problems with where they are putting it.  Just wish they would use a little common sense. Third, how can we enforce snow removal for residents when the Town doesn’t do all of theirs. Mayor Curtis stated that the snow removal is a work in progress, and we have young new employees and they are getting there.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Mayor Curtis, again, stated that we are proud of the Star on the Hill and it’s a priority to get it lite.  Well Number 5 is up, and running and Public Works will be in contact with Timberline to work out a schedule to get all wells going.  He met with Glen Crumpton with L Quad 4 and discussed the scheduled rate increase.  After the meeting Mr. Crumpton agreed not to increase our rates just yet.  Lastly, he had a WMPA meeting and they put out an RFP to find a partner for selling our power. Attorney Davison requested a brief Executive Session on property. Councilmember Kestner stated that the Christmas party was nice and thanked everyone.

The County Commissioners are hosting the next Quarterly Meeting January 7th at the New Archer Event Center in Cheyenne and asked the Council to RSVP as soon as they could so she can let them know.
