[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner reported that Chuck Ratcliffe wants to place a Hound Dog Missile at the Veterans Memorial. Kim Patterson highlighted the pros and cons of the project for the Council. After discussion it was the consensus of the Council not to favor the placing the Hound Dog Missile on Town Property. Councilmember Randall attended the Landfill’s Christmas Dinner and met a lot of new people.  Councilmember Mohren made mention the article in the Wyoming Tribune Eagle about the 6th penny. Attorney Davison mentioned that Amber Ash stated that the County projects will be fully funded after the 1st of the year sometime. Mayor Curtis stated that the design on the Railroad Crossing is coming along and that a reminder of the road on the North side is the Town’s responsibility and for the Council to be thinking on that.  Kimberly Patterson updated the Council on a few of the Town’s projects and the Railroad Crossing will be a FY2023 Project. We are currently paying for Engineering costs on that now.   The North Lift Station project is about finished now and as soon as it warms up the Grinder at the East Lift Station will be put in. Baffles in the Lagoon need to be repaired and the valves need to be exercised.  DEQ requires backup generators for each lift station to be put in. And a lift station for the North Wells Property needs to be put in for future development of the property. A current 5 year plan on the Electric project will be brought up to date as far as what has been completed and what still needs done.


ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Tuesday, January 21, 2020 at 7pm as the Town Hall will be closed Monday, January 20th for Martin Luther King Day. The Quarterly Dinner Meeting is tomorrow night at Archer Complex and the next Census Meeting is January 23rd at 6pm at the Town Hall.
