After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-01 Authorization to Consolidate Bank Accounts and Investment Accounts with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.


VISITOR COMMENTS    Jerry Sanders asked the Council to consider an Ordinance to prevent the parking of Semi Trucks and Trailers on the streets.  Council will look into his request.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Attorney Davison asked the Council if anyone has heard from WYDOT.  Mayor Curtis talked to Mr. Dehoff earlier this week and everything is on track. He also stated that he is working with Kim on a Public records request. Councilmember Randall attended the Landfill meeting and employees are happy and doing a great job and they all received raises. Councilmember Ragsdale said it was brought to his attention at the corner of 6th and Butler a resident bought property and may be parking on an easement. He also asked where we were on the North Lift Station. Kim explained that when the screen was delivered the legs are on the wrong position and must be taken off and rewelded into the correct position. We need to get this done sooner than later as DEQ has been here twice and we need to get the screen installed. Mayor Curtis will attend a WMPA meeting on the 23rd and the discussion will be the surplus power. He is also working with Wenck on the deep well.  Kim reported that we are still active in the Audits.  We have more requests for the Auditor.  The Towns Recycle truck is in Albin for repair.  We are working on new Town incentives for trash items and a Health and Wellness program for employees.  Councilmember Ragsdale had one more question on the new Motel? Mayor Curtis stated that we have no more new information but thinks it is still moving forward.
