Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Kestner; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney; Victoria Smithey, Pine Bluffs Post.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 


AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion and it passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda, Councilmember Ragsdale motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Kestner and the motion passed with 3 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Resolution 2020-02: Authorization to Submit a Federal Mineral Royalty Capital Construction Account Grant Application to the Wyoming State Loan and Investment Board to Drill and develop a new deep well, connecting it to the Town transmission line; install water level probes, flowmeter, telemetry and appurtenances to the town potable water system. Mayor Curtis read the Resolution by Title and then he and Kim Patterson updated the Council on the cost and answered all questions asked.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-02, Authorization to Submit a Federal Mineral Royalty Capital Construction Grant Application to the Wyoming SLIB with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 3 ayes.

Resolution 2020-03: Authorization to Submit a State Revolving Fund Loan Application to the Wyoming State Loan and Investment Board to Drill and develop a new deep well, connecting it to the Town transmission line. Mayor Curtis explained that this is for the same well as for Resolution 2020-02, just another financing part of it.  After discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-03 to Authorization to Submit a State Revolving Fund Loan Application to the Wyoming SLIB to develop a new deep well.  A second was heard from Councilmember Ragsdale and motion passed with 3 ayes.

Resolution 2020-04: Establishing Procedures and a Fee Schedule for Public Records Requests.  Attorney Davison and Kim Patterson addressed the Council on this Resolution and talked about how much is public information and what can be held. The cost of getting the requested information ready to send and how to send it was discussed. It was the consensus of the Council to table this Resolution until the next meeting.

Electric Rate Study Discussion. Kim Patterson will have a public presentation for the public prior to the next meeting. It will cover the Towns electric and sewer payback along with a 3-year period increase of rates.

[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner reported that the furnace at the Community Center needs repair and right now a gas valve is ordered, and we need to get a replacement cost for the furnace so we can budget for it in FY21 Budget. This furnace wasn’t replaced when the remodel was done and it heats the kitchen, bathrooms and lobby.  Two weeks ago, a Complete Count Census meeting was held, and flyers will be handed out at a Basketball game in March and possible a raffle to get more interest in the Census. Councilmember Mohren attended the Laramie County Conservation District breakfast along with Councilmember Randall last week and it was mainly about what they are doing now.  Mayor Curtis and Kim Patterson will attend a meeting tomorrow with Superintendent Barlow in reference to the Deep Well.  Talk of the Missile work is stirring again, and it would be a good idea to get on their vendor list now, so we aren’t left behind in the project. A conference call with WMPA last week and it looks like we might be joining Basin Power and it will benefit us with long term rates.  The Railroad Crossing is slated for 2023 and meeting for that should be starting soon.  Attorney Davison also mentioned that Commissioner Amber Ash has left the County and is with the Downtown Development Authority now.   Kim reported that we are still active in the Audits and FY18 should be complete by the end of February and FY19 will be completed after tax season.  She also let the Council know that the North Lift Station has been repaired and operating now. Councilmember Ragsdale stated that the Landfill had a surprise visit from DEQ and had zero violations in the inspection.
