Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC HEARING Application for a 2020 Business Ready Community Grant to Conduct a Feasibility Study for a Senior Assisted Living Facility. Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing up for comment from the Public. Victoria Smithy asked for clarity on what the Public Hearing was for. Mayor Curtis asked again for comments from the Public.
For a third time Mayor Curtis asked for comments from the Public. With there being no comments, Mayor Curtis closed the Public Hearing.

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda, Councilmember Kestner motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Resolution 2020-04: Establishing Procedures and a Fee Schedule for Public Records Requests.  This Resolution was tabled from last meeting and changes were made to Exhibit B on Postage and mileage fees. Attorney Davison suggested additional verbiage on Exhibit A number 9.  To state that no action to redacted information to render a record eligible for release. After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-04 Establishing Procedures and a Fee Schedule for Public Records Requests with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  A motion was made from Councilmember Randall to amend Exhibit A line 0 as stated with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.  Mayor Curtis then for a vote on the original motion to include amendment.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

Resolution 2020-05: Application for a Business Ready Community Grant to Conduct a Feasibility Study. Mayor Curtis read Resolution 2020-05 by Title with a cost of $25,000 and the Town’s share would be $6,250.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-05 for a Business Ready Community Grant to Conduct a Feasibility Study with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Electric Rate Study Presentation and Discussion.  Kim Patterson prepared a presentation for the Public for anyone with questions on how and why increases are needed in our Utilities.     With no residents present she went over the presentation with the Council that Utility Financial Solutions LLC had done.  A 3-year plan to increase rates will see residents paying $4.06 more each year and Commercial paying $10.06 per year. The increase will go into effect at the beginning of the next Fiscal Year.


VISITOR COMMENTS    None


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner reported door lock at the Community Center isn’t working and we will have a booth at the February 22 home basketball game to reach out to residents and remind them of the upcoming Census.  We will have a raffle those that visit the booth and the winner will receive $50 towards their Utility Bill. Attorney Davison stated that Tom Dehoff will have an update coming soon. Councilmember Randall attended the Senior Citizens Board Meeting and Kate Russell is a new Board Member. Mayor Curtis will attend WMPA meetings on the 20th and 27th. Surplus power is the topic and it will be decided what to do with the surplus power. He and Kim met with State Treasurer Curt Meier, Auditor Kristi Racines and Superintendent of Public Instruction Jillian Barlow with SLIB on the Deep Well and it seems to be going in the right direction.  Investors with the Cobblestone Hotel met this afternoon and it is moving forward. Kim Patterson reported that we are on schedule for the application due Thursday to Elizabeth Blackwell for the Deep well Project. Our match for the Business Ready Community Grant is 25% and the Economic Development Funds are available and would like to use them for our match of $6,250.00.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Kestner made a motion to approve using the Funds from the Economic Development Funds for our match of 25% with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes. Discussion was then held on the renting out of the Town’s Bus.  LGLP, our liability carrier, has concerns with our current process. It was decided that we get trip Insurance per event, passengers’ waivers and permission from the driver to check their license. To include not traveling farther than 300 miles.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Councilmember Mohren moved to come out of Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion carried with 4 ayes.
