Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL   Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion and it passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and an overview of invoices Councilmember Kestner motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed with 3 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Ann Anderson – Kimball Health Services and Director of Pine Bluffs Health Clinic.  Spoke to the Council about the COVID-19 Virus and answer any question from the Audience and from the Facebook Live Stream. Explained what the Clinic was doing to keep their employees safe and still provide services to the Public. Discussion included limiting gatherings, such as Churches, Bars and postponing Recreation activities. The Fitness Center will remain open for now and is being disinfected twice daily. Jon Abrams added that the State Superintendent schools stated that they will waive the daily attendance for students with the school being closed.  The Texas Trail Market is receiving shipments in twice a week and will limit quantities of certain items. The Businesses will decide for themselves if they want to close or remain open.  The Council thanked Ann for coming in and answering the Publics questions.  

VISITOR COMMENTS    Questions were directed to the Police Chief and Chief Walkama stepped up and answered those question and invited anyone with complaints to please call him.  He has been gone for 5 weeks at a training and has no voice messages concerning complaints with the Department.  Spud Rowley is the Recycling manager in Kimball NE and handed out information to the Council and would like to work with the Town and our Recycling program to get it going again.  The Mayor and Council liked what he had to say and will set up a meeting to discuss options for the Town. Another comment was to encourage all citizen to complete their census survey. 



DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner just reminded everyone to watch for Census material to come in the mail.  Councilmember Randall will attend the Landfill meeting on Wednesday.  Councilmember Mohren will have a meeting with Derek Walls concerning the volunteers when Derek is able to schedule it.  Attorney Davison stated that he and Councilmember Ragsdale have no report. Mayor Curtis appreciated all the interest tonight and how the community is getting involved.  He will attend a WMPA meeting this week via conference call.  Kim Patterson asked that all residents register on the Town’s Code Red Site.  It is available on our Web Site and it is easy to do.  Getting prepared for COVID 19 is stressful on everyone but assures that we are preparing for it best we can. Mayor Curtis again commented on the Facebook interest and maybe we will do it again. Having Police Department 24/7 is a great service for our Town.
