Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

   
Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Janna Kestner (by teleconference); Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Donn Randall; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL   A Quick Claim Deed was added to the Agenda under new Business, Item No. 5 in reference to the land swap with the State of Wyoming. Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda with the addition of Item 5, Quick Claim Deed, with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING Discussion: Central Low Nitrate Deep Well Project.  Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing up for discussion.  Mayor Curtis went over the project needs and summary of the project for the Council and the Public. Explaining the purpose of the wells and where they are with nitrate levels and then the funding portion.  Councilmember Mohren had one question on the funding of the project. Mayor Curtis answered his question and with no other discussion Mayor Curtis closed the Public Hearing.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and an overview of invoices and the Building Permits, Councilmember Ragsdale motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Randall and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Quick Claim Deed with the State of Wyoming on the land swap on Butler Ave.  Attorney Davison took the lead on this and explained details to the Mayor and Council.  It was started in 1985 and we are finally here getting this finalized.  We will hold the deed until we get the two licenses from the State. Harlan Edmunds and Tom Dehoff worked hard on this. After hearing the details Councilmember Ragsdale, made a motion to approve the Quick Claim Deed with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  

VISITOR COMMENTS    Daisy Tucker had a question on mosquito spraying. Is the Town planning on spraying this year?  Mayor Curtis will call Kevin Hefele and check into this as it takes an aerial license and approval from the FAA and applicator to get this done.  Buzz Canady wanted to know if the Council could confirm the closing of the Medical Center. At this time, we cannot confirm that statement, however, he will call Ken Hunter tomorrow and get updated on the situation.  A question on where donations for the Food Bank can be made.  Kim Patterson said they are taking cash donation because they are working with Texas Trail Market and making sure each box has the same amount of supplies and our main contact is Matt Hockersmith and will get his number passed along. 


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Randall asked for clarification on the State mandate on Codin19. Attorney Davison tried to answer his question.  He also was concerned if the Senior Center closes completely on what those depending on the food delivery would do.   There is a food bank being established in the community and the Town Hall will be a contact for anyone who needs a box of staples.  Just call the Town Hall and we will get what information in needed and a box will be delivered to their doorstep. Councilmember Mohren stated that the WAM Convention that was scheduled in June has been canceled and won’t be rescheduled.  Mayor Curtis stated again what Governor Gordon has been saying.  Stay home, have good hygiene and don’t congregate. Ask everyone to do their best and maybe we won’t have big issues here in Pine Bluffs. Councilmember Kestner gave a shout out to all essential workers and to the Town’s Employees for what they are doing.  Councilmember Randall reminded everyone that they are still trying to plan for Trail Days, but it’s up in the air for now. The Recreation Department has brought kites into the Town Hall for kids to come and get free of charge. Parents can bring their kids to the Town Hall and pick out a kite and then go into the Bluffs and have some fun. Mayor Curtis asked everyone to watch for upcoming events from the Recreation Department. 


ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, April 20, 2020 at 7pm unless we find ourselves postponing it until May 4th.  If that happens, we will notify the public.
