Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL   An Executive Session was added by Mayor Curtis to the Agenda. Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda with the addition of the Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Mohren. Motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and discussion on the Variance for the Cobblestone Hotel Councilmember Randall motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS   Ken Hunter with Kimball Health Services joined the meeting through the Zoom app and visited with the Council on the Clinic closing in Pine Bluffs and updated them on the number of positive Covid 19 patients. The clinic in Pine Bluffs will open approximately in 2 weeks or sooner if they can. They did call in the National Guard in Kimball to test the Sheriff’s Department, Police and Paramedics. We have tested over 200 people in Kimball with 10 testing positive and all have recovered, and no one is in quarantine at this time. Not sure of the numbers in Pine Bluffs. Mayor Curtis added that right now we have no one positive at this time, prior we had 1 positive case with that one recovered. 

VISITOR COMMENTS     Buzz Canady asked how to go about getting dog tags. We told him we were here in the office and just to call Rene and she can help him. Tiffany Michaud asked about the Airport Project. Its is moving along with the Bid opening being held via zoom meeting with 5 Bids received. Councilmember Ragsdale wants an email on information on bids and projects. Aimee Willert asked about getting the streets swept. We have trained another employee on the sweeper and that will help get it caught up. Mayor Curtis made note that the Parks looked like they had some attention and look good. Shannon Weller asked about a Noise Ordinance. Attorney Davison asked for a written request and then we will respond. Carey Lanning wanted to know if we thought about partnering up with school clubs and work together in picking up trash in Town and on the Trails. We are working with a school club on our recycling program and a community garden. Regan Pachel is representing the school on both of those projects. Donn Randall asked if the Trail Days Committee had the authority to cancel Trail Days is it came necessary. Mayor Curtis agreed that it would be the Committees call.


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner reported that the Town’s response to the Censes is rather low, only 12.8%. The State has 41.9 household responding. City Parks new sign has had some vandalism to it. Attorney Davison has been working with Tom DeHoff with the finishing touches on the land trade with the State. Councilmember Randall stated he will be attending the Landfill Board meeting this Wednesday. Mayor Curtis had a meeting with WMPA on some house cleaning items and work on the upcoming Budget. Kim Patterson stated that the Mayoral Scholarships will be mailed out this week to all Seniors and we will have to change the way we get them back. Email will probably be the best. Some bad news, cuts to the General Fund Budget this remaining year will have to be made. Shortages on Sales Tax and Mineral, Severance Taxes due to the pandemic happening now. This only effects the General Fund. We can set up a Budget Workshop if the Council would like or meet via Zoom. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, May 4, 2020.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to enter an Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Mohren. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Councilmember Mohren made a motion to end the Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall.
Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Councilmember Mohren had a question on the Missile Project. If it was still happening. It was answered with its quiet right now but still in the works.
