Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Donn Randall; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner (by teleconference) Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney; Robin Volner.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL    Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve the Agenda as presented and a second from Councilmember Randall was heard. Motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and questions on Building Permits Councilmember Ragsdale motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Randall and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Review and approve Bid Recommendation: Airport Terminal/Hangar Project.  It is now 100% Federal funded project with the Covid 19 Stimulus Money and Kim Patterson went over the Bids. Discussion on the heating system was held and funding was the topic.  After discussion Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to go ahead with the Heating system in the Terminal with a cost of $30,000. A second was made from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Anderson/Shaw from Scottsbluff was the low bid for the Project and Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept their bid for the Airport Terminal/Hangar Project.  Councilmember Randall second the motion and it carried with 4 ayes.

Reading No. 1 of Ordinance 2020-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY21.  Treasurer Kim Patterson explained the Budget and recommends a cut of the General Fund Budget in the amount of $125,000.  She suggested a workshop with the Council to fine tune the budget, with cuts in the Recreation, Police Department and Parks. Discussion on whether the Pool could open this summer was held. Adjustments have already been made in the Public Works Department with no summer over-hires being hired and no over time through out the Employee staff. Dates for the Workshop will be decided on and Published.  Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to approve Reading No. 1: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY21 with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS     Robin Volner at 700 East 6th Street was here to visit with the Council concerning two poles in her yard.  One pole has a light on it and the other a transformer.  She would like these two poles removed if possible and would help with the cost or relocating the one with the transformer on it.  Mayor Curtis told her that the Public Works Department would come by and check it out and we would work with her on this.  Joey Yeargan suggested that a $5 charge on Utility Bills be assessed for the Pool and only be used on the pool.  He also requested permission to have Fireworks at Graduation.  After discussion, the Council agreed to allow it but for a 30-minute window at dark only and for those private parties wanting to, to contact Chief Walkama for details. The Council discussed the $5 fee for the Pool and decided not to pursue that direction. Michele Thomas asked about the street sweeper getting out.  It was on the schedule, but with the annual clean-up day starting it was pushed back, but we will get it out.   Buzz Canady asked about the $7 fee on the Utility Bill for Landfill fee. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Kestner reported new numbers on the Census. National response is 56.6%, Wyoming’s response is 47.3%, Laramie County, 62.1% and the Town of Pine is up a bit from last report with 17.9% responding. We will try and get a mailing out to residents to remind them of the importance. Councilmember Mohren had a resident ask about the Kiosk at the Cemetery. It is not working again. Councilmember Randall attended a Senior Center meeting last week and Alisha is pursuing a lot of Grants.  Everything at the Landfill is going well. Trail Days Committee meets Wednesday and have a theme and Grand Marshalls picked. Mayor Curtis mentioned that we are not in Phase I regulations if he understood the Governor correctly.  

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, May 18, 2020.


ADJOURNMENT Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Mohren and the motion passed with 4 ayes.
