Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL    Attorney Davison requested an Executive Session on pending litigation. Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the Agenda with the addition of the Executive Session. A second from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and questions on Building Permits Councilmember Randall motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Mohren and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Reading No. 2 of Ordinance 2020-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY21.  Treasurer Kim Patterson went over the Budget and recommendations of cuts after the Councils Budget Workshop. No pay increases for employees and no seasonal over hires.   The Airport project will proceed as those are Federal Funds and do not affect the General Fund. Its FAA Money and strictly used for Airports.  Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve Reading No. 2: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY 21 with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS      Laura Fornstrom was present to express her concerns on the Pool not opening this summer. Comments from Facebook watchers had a lot of questions as to why the Pool cannot open. Treasurer Kim Patterson again explained that with the shortages of Mineral Royalty and Severance Tax this year, it affects 20% percent of our Budget, and the money just is not there.  Also, with Covid 19 and social distancing, the State has not opened back up and who knows when that will happen.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Attorney Davison requested a brief Executive Session. Councilmember Randall will meet with the Senior Board on Wednesday and the Landfill.  Trail Days Committee says they are proceeding with plans for the Celebration, but it will look a lot different this year. He again reiterated on the sacrifices we are making but the health and safety of our community is important. Councilmember Kestner again reported that we are still low in responding to the Census. The Town of Pine is now at 21%. Kim reported that the Town Clean up Week went well with over 26 loads to the Landfill and Burn pile. The street sweeper is out now streets will start looking better. We will have an announcement soon on the Recycle program soon.  Carleen stated that we were approached by someone who wants to host a membership Rodeo in the middle of June, how does the Council want us to respond? We will notify him and explain that we are waiting on clarification from the Governor by June1.  Councilmember Randall had a question on the concessions for the Trail Days Rodeo. Who or will there be anyone running the concession stand for the Rodeo?  Carleen stated that Sonja has put out her annual bid notification but has not had any responses so far. Chief Walkama has requested from the Council updates to the Bond Schedule, school zone speed limits, tobacco and motorcycle and gun carry ordinances. They will review the changes and act on them next meeting.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, June 1, 2020.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Mohren.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.
