Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Janna Kestner (by teleconference); Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Councilmember Donn Randall; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney; Jennifer Burns.   Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

PUBLIC HEARING 	Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing for Fiscal Year 2021 Budget Adoption for the Town of Pine Bluffs. Kim Patterson updated Council on any Budget Adjustments that were made from the last Reading. Mayor Curtis asked three times for comments from the Public.  With no comments Mayor Curtis Closed the Hearing.

AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as read with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.


APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA   After reviewing the Consent Agenda and clarification on Invoices Councilmember Randall motioned to approve the Consent Agenda with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale and the motion passed with 4 ayes.

NEW BUSINESS    Reading No. 3 of Ordinance 2020-01: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for FY21.  Treasurer Kim Patterson read Budget Summary to Council and answered any questions. After Discussion Mayor Curtis called for a motion and Roll Call Vote was taken with Councilmember Kestner voting aye, Councilmember Mohren Voting aye, Councilmember Ragsdale voting aye and Councilmember Randall voting aye. Motion passed. 

Resolution 2020-07: Municipal Court Bond Schedule. Chief Walkama reviewed the Bond Schedule with the Council and stated it will better match the Supreme Court Bond Schedule and it will have a seat belt reduction also.  Speed limits were addressed as to why some streets are 25mph and others are 30mph. After discussion Councilmember Mohren made a motion to approve Resolution 2020-07: Municipal Court Bond Schedule with a second from Councilmember Randall.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Review and Approve: New Liquor License for Grubby’z.  Attorney Davison noticed that a Public Hearing was not held and therefore we are unable to approve tonight.  Approval was postponed until June 15th meeting.

VISITOR COMMENTS      

DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Randall reported that the Senior Citizens are still delivering meals, the Landfill is advertising for a full time employee, Recreation department is working the best they can with restrictions and Trail Days is still a go but their next meeting is June 10th and that will be when they decide for sure if we can have it.  Councilmember Ragsdale is disappointed in the fence around the East Shop. It needs repaired and they need to get it done right. Councilmember Kestner reported that the timer at the Tennis courts is broken and will be fixed and secured.  Census is still at 21% and packets are being delivered. She again stressed the importance of filing your Census information.  Attorney Davison stated that the land swap with the State is recorded and done.  H has Real Estate and Litigation matters for Executive Session. Mayor Curtis reported that the Groundbreaking for the Cobblestone Hotel was last week and about 30 people attended. The Airport Terminal and Hanger project should be starting soon. He will attend two SLIB Meetings this month and they will be finalizing the Grant for the Feasibility study. Kim reported that there are still questions on Social Distancing for Trail Days. Carleen again asked the Council about the WRA Rodeo that Gus Cross would like to hold here in Pine Bluffs at the Arena.  A lot of discussion was held, and Attorney Davison suggested getting agreement drawn up. An agreement with the Roping Club would be a good idea too.  We are in Phase II with gathering of 250 people allowed but social distancing needs to be followed and abide by all rules. Councilmember Randall made a motion to approve the WRA holding Roping at the Arena following all Covid 19 safety rules and a second by Councilmember Ragsdale was heard. Again, more discussion was
Held and after a vote the motion failed. A second motion from Councilmember Randall was made to approve the WRA using the arena upon conditional satisfactory agreement.  A second from Councilmember Ragsdale was heard and it pass with a 3ayes and 1 nay vote.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Monday, June 15, 2020.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Randall on Real Estate, Litigation and Employee matters.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.

Councilmember Mohren made a motion to exit Executive Session with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed with 4 ayes.


ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Mohren made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Ragsdale and the motion passed with 4 ayes.
