NEW BUSINESS     Devin Jones with Sunrise Engineering was here to update the Council on the Lagoons and Sewer Projects. He went over the North and East Lift Station Projects as well as the Lagoon and answered questions from the Mayor and Council. Mayor Curtis wanted to know the overall condition of the Lagoons and Devin stated that they are in good condition with 60% capacity. 

Mayor Curtis went over the EMS Budget since Derek Walls was on a call at the time of the meeting.  Personnel, equipment, and rates were a few of the topics discussed.  Partnerships with state and local organizations are being reviewed and Memorandums of Understanding should be put in place for the future. 

VISITOR COMMENTS Doyle Eggli was present to ask for clarification on a letter he received concerning his property on 2nd and Elm.   Chief Walkama will get together with Doyle later to discuss the property and what he is looking for in getting it cleaned up.

Taft Love introduced himself to the Council and is running for County Commissioner and would appreciate their support.  He has been on the Laramie County Trustee Board for the past 6 years.  He also touched on the upcoming School year and would like it to be as normal as possible.  They will keep classes together and stagger the lunch times. Masks will be worn on the buses but not in the classroom. If someone gets Covid they will be out 10-14 days. 

Commissioner Brian Lovett welcomed the Council to visit the County Fairs web site and see how they are making changes to the Fair this year.  He is looking forward to Trail Days and the County Fair coming in August.

Commissioner Linda Heath also touched on the County Fair as it will not be what were used to. She also updated the Council on what the Commissioners have been working on.  Alex Davison asked her what the current thinking of the Ballot for the 6th Penny was.   She said there was talk of a Menu Ballot, to put all infrastructure projects, Recreation projects and so on together.  Grouping by project in other words. Commissioner Lovett stated he would never support this idea. 


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Councilmember Donn Randall announced that Megan Madden has been chosen Festival Queen with Jaden Shelit and Tessa Long as her Attendants.  He asked Derek is he could provide a short Bio of all 1st Responders for the parade. Recreation will being having a 5K walk/run, mud volleyball and a softball tournament for Trail Days.  Councilmember Mohren wanted to thank Sonja for the new Score Board at the Ballfield.  With donations and a Grant, it did not cost the Town anything. Councilmember Kestner reported that the Town is up 2% on responding on the Census.   Kim reported that she has had a few residents ask about a net metering program. Whether is be solar or wind we need a policy in place.  Recycle program should be up and running by the end of the week and it will be located on Walnut Avenue. She addressed the need to keep the burn pile locked and set some time limits on the weekends. She reminded everyone that the Town provides a free bulk trash pickup and all you need to do is call the Town Hall and schedule a time. Carleen announced that we will have an Absentee Ballot Box here at the Town Hall.  The Laramie County Clerk, Debra Lee, reached out to us and asked if we were willing to assist them with having a box here at the Town Hall to make it easier for voters to get their vote counted.
