Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:08 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Kestner.  Motion passed unanimously with 2 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Ron Ladd was present to ask the Councils thoughts on solar panels for residents.  Council is in support of this and Kim has been working with Rosemary with WMPA and putting together a Net Metering Agreement between the Town and those residents who want to install solar panels.

Facebook question on the recycle program entering off Butler Ave until the Walnut Street entry is complete.  Kim responded that the walk-through gate is in place and bins are in place, we just need to get the signage in place as to what goes where.  


DEPARTMENT REPORTS     Kimberly stated that she has published notice of completion on the lift station projects.  The next items for consideration at the sewer are replacing valves, baffles and change the flow direction. A study on why the ammonia levels are high will be done in the future.   Sunrise Engineering has been working on an ADA sidewalk design for the 2nd block of Main Street. Color samples for the Airport project are being picked out and the notice to proceed was sent out on Friday and the contractors will start tomorrow, Tuesday the 4th. MRG and SRF documents from the State on the Deep Well have been received and they are waiting on additional information.  A Cemetery Module will be added to our Suite upon the Councils approval. This will bring our Cemetery records up to date and easier access to them. Councilmember Kestner reported that the Town is up 1% in responding to the Censes and Census workers will be going door to door in August.  Councilmember Randall stated that the Senior Board will meet August 10th to decide on whether they will participate in the Annual Garage Sale. They did sell Burritos before the Parade on Saturday.  Trail Days went very well, and the BBQ donations topped $2500. Rodeo, Softball Tournament and Mud Volleyball were very well attended.  Councilmember Ragsdale noted that the people attending the Parade were spread out over Main Street and thought Trail Days was a success also. Mayor Curtis wanted to note that the Town looked nice and thanked the Town Employee’s for doing a great job in getting it ready.  They had a meeting with DEQ regarding the Historic Town Landfill and the placing of monitor wells in the hopes of bringing it to a closure. Kim also addressed the potholes in some of the streets.  Roads will be the focus of the Public Works Department now that Trail Days is over.  Drainage on Blair Street between 4th and 6th is also a priority. 
A reminder to all residents about the Ballot Box at Town Hall for absentee voters was mentioned.  It will be here until August 18th until 4PM for those wanting to drop off any Absentee Ballots.

ADJOURNMENT Councilmember Ragsdale made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Councilman Kestner and the motion passed with 3 ayes.
