Present: Mayor Alan Curtis; Councilmember Janna Kestner (by teleconference); Councilmember Donn Randall; Councilmember Thomas Mohren; Councilmember Michael Ragsdale; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney and Christopher Green, Pine Bluffs Post.  Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Meeting was live streamed on the Town’s Facebook page.

AGENDA APPROVAL     Councilmember Randall made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilmember Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Curtis opened the Public Hearing on the Application for a new Bar and Grill Liquor License for Jack Hockersmith.  He called for questions from the Public.  Councilmember Mohren had a question on the fee for the License and then clarification on the types of Licenses we have was done by the Mayor.  He called for questions twice more and with no more questions Mayor Curtis closed the Hearing.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS       Carleen reminded the Council that Kim will be an Election Judge tomorrow at LCCC for the Primary’s and will not be in the office.  Also, we will have a grand opening of the recycle center in partnership with the PB High School Eco Club at the end of September.  During the event we will also collect hazardous waste such as old paint, motor oil, cleaners, pesticides, etc.  A mailer is being prepared and will go out to every customer soon.  We will also be posting a questionnaire on FB to see if members of the community are interested in a community garden. A reminder to all residents about the Ballot Box at Town Hall for absentee voters was mentioned.  It will be here until August 18th until 4PM for those wanting to drop off any Absentee Ballots and then Carleen will deliver it back to Cheyenne. Alex Davison stated that he has had good feedback on our Law Enforcement here in Town. Councilmember Mohren will attend a meeting with EMT’S on August 28.  Councilmember Randall noted that he will attend the Senior Citizens meeting on the 21st and Landfill meeting on the 19th.  He did have questions on the Cemetery trees being removed.  Mayor Curtis answered his concerns with a fungus being the reason.  We are testing the soil and will treat the surviving trees. Councilmember Kestner stated that the self-responding percent of Pine Bluffs residents is now at 57.7%. Mayor Curtis reminded residents to get our and vote tomorrow at the Community Center. Poles are open from 7AM to 7PM.

ANNOUNCEMENTS AND MEETINGS     The next Council meeting will be Tuesday, September 8, 2020. The Town Hall will be closed Monday, September 7th for Labor Day.
